North Sydney, C. B, Mar. 26—Heavy
ice is hampering the Newfoundland
sealing fleet. Two of the steamers
are in the thick pack ice in the Gult
of St. Lawrence.

The other vessels are jammed in
the ice east of St. Johns.

The catch of seals to date has been
good.

The steamer Terra Nova was high
line, with 16,000 pelts; Erik, 10,000
pelts; Thetis, 7,000 pelts; Neptune,
7,000  pelts; Ranger, 7,000 pelts;
Diana, 9,000 pelts; Eagle, 3,000, and
three others mnot reported. These
were taken in‘three days, steamers
Sable J. and Séal were fishing in the
Gulf; the former had taken 15,000
pelts and latter 12,000.

A wireless message from the Mag-
dalen Islands reports the natives
having killed and landed 10,000 pelts.
