Pckin, July 12—The departure today
from DI’¢kin of Prince Chun, younger
brother of Kmperor Kwang Su, who has
been selected formally to apologize at Ber-
lin for the murder of Baron Von Kettler,
was a spectacular event.

A special train took Prince Chun and
his suite from here to Taku, from which
port he will proceed by steamer to Shang-
hai. Ie sails from Shanghai July 20 for
Genoa and will proceed directly from
there to Berlin by rail.

Prince Chun came to the railway sta-
tion in Pekin on horseback; he was gor-
geously attired in the royal yellow and

| followed by a long procession composed of

members of his staff, their servants and
the luggage on carts. Here he was met by
the pr _.nt German minister to China,
Dr. Von Schwarzenstein, a German mili-
tary band and a gnard of honor and two
of this brothers. Many Chinese had as-
sembled at the station to bid the prince
farewell.

T'wo German officers formerly attached
to the staff of Field Marshall Count Von
Waldersee will personally conduct Prince
OChun and his party to Berlin.

French Aeronaut Has Manageable
Balloon ; Driven by a Motor,

Paris, July 12.—Santos Dumont’s cigar-
shaped balloon, driven by a motor, had a

around the Kiffel tower and back to St.
Cloud. The papers say tne trip was quite
successful and that the balloon ascendad
and descended apparently at the will of
the aeronaut.

Dumont says he sailed five times around
the Long Champs race course, then around
the Bois De Boulogne and ,around the
Lifiel tower. One of the ropes of the rud-

| der broke and he had a narrow"escape
from colliding with the tower, so he de-

scended to the garden of the Trocader to
have the damage repaired and alterwardls
again rounded the tower and returned to
St. Clovd. Tomorrow he will make an ofli-
cial attempt to win the prize of 100,000
francs, offered by Henry Deutsch, for a
manageable balloon, in the presence of a
scommitide of the Aero Club.

M. Santos Dumont, the Brazilian aero-
naut, made an attempt in October last to
win the prize of 100,000 francs offered by
M. Deutsch for the aeronaut who shouid
sail his flying machine from the Aero Club
grounds at Suresnes, round the -Kiffel
tower and back within half an hour, but
failed owing to the machine sustaining
some damage. The distance is about eight
miles, He sits on a light metal shaft to
which an ordinary bicycle saddle is af-
fixed. On his right and partly in fromnt of
him is a gasoline motor which when started
by the bicycle pedals below him, rotates
the propeller at the end of the shaft. The
propeller measures 12 feet in diameter.
The fans or blades are made of stecl and
aluminum covered with silk. The prop¥:-
ler makes 180 revolutions to the minute.

SETTLEMENT, OR -
BiG STRIKE TODAY,

Conference at Pittsburg Resutted
in Nothing Yesterday—The Cut-
look,

Pittsburg, Pa., July 12—The sccond day
of the conference hetween the Amalga-
mated Association of Iron and Steel and
Tin Workers, and the steel manufacturers,
came to a ciose tonight without an’ agree-
ment having been reached. Another ses-
sion will be held tomorrow and from in-
dications late tonight a settlement or gen-
eral strike will be decided upon.

Late tonight DPresident Shaffer, of
the Amalgamated Association, consent-

he said tomorrow must settle it one way
or another. If no agrcement is reached
the general strike which was set for last
Monday will proceed. I am still hoping
for a seitlement.

When asked if in the event of a strike
it would involve all the plaats of the
United States Steel Corporation, Mr.
Shafter replied: “Kvery union man in
every plant in any way coanected with
the steel coiporation will be called out,
and we have many members in mills where
they are not suspccted by the manufac-
turens.”

A general strike, if ordered, would in-
clude about 80,000 men. But it is believed
by ogmsewmtive steel men that a com-
promise would be rcached tomorrow and

SENATOR SIEGFRID
ARRIVES  HOME:

What He Thinks of Canada and the
United States, and Trade Mat-
ters.

Paris, July 12.—Senatior Jules Siegfrid,
t!le(fm'mefr minister of commerce, has ar-
}'Jved !{el'e from his Aserican tour. In an
interview today M. Siegfrid paid a glow-
ing tribute to the immense commereial
and industrial expansion of the United
States which, he said, would be further
increased by the system of trusts. Never-
theless, the people of Kurope must not
allow themselves to be too casily dazzled
or frightened.

The senator thought French workmen
could easily find work in Amenica, pro-
vided they knew a trade and spoke Eng-
1i>¢1), otherwise it was uscless for them to
emigrate.

France, continued the senator, had every
reason to maintain good relations with
the United States and the best meamns of
8o doing was to carry through the com-
mercial convention. He urged France to
accord the United States the minimum
tariff which would secure her similar re-
ductions on all superior French products.

‘“Americans,” said the senator, ‘“have
changed in recent years. The idea of
treaties of commeree is now daily gaining
ground. I met with considerable sympathy
in favor of a move liberal economic policy.
France must take into consideration the
amour-propre of the United States, which
she had overlooked at the time of the
Spanish-American war.”

Senator Siegfrid also referred to the
great pleasure he had derived from his
recoption in Canada. Tle dwelt on the
growing French influence, thanks largely
to Sir Wilfrid TLaurier's premieiship and
predicted for Canada a grand industrial
future. The senator said he found Canada
becoming more and more a field of action
for Americans who were beating the Brit-
ish in their own colony.®

Enemy Captured a Seven-
Pounder, But Were Finally
Driven Off.

London, July 32—A despatch from Lord
Kitchener, dated Pretoria, says the Boers
altacked a constabulary post at Houtkop
July 11, capturing a & ven-p-und gun.
They were eventually driven off. The
British loss was three men killed and
seven wounded.

London, July 11.—Official corroboration
of the charges that the Boers murdered
the British wounded at Vlakfontein prom-
ises soon to be forthcoming.

In the House of Commons today, re:
plying to questions of IHenry Normen
(Liberal), the war sccretary, Mr. Brod-
erick, read the telegraphic correspondenze
with Lord Kitchener on the subject.

The latter at first declared that the re-
ports were unfounded, but -he subsequent-
ly telegraphed the statement of a wounded
Yeomanry officer, corrob@rating the re-
ports, and, finally, Lord Kitchener, July
9, informed Mr- Broderick that he has the
testimony of seven to the effect that they
saw Boers shoot the wounded.

Lord Kitchener added that sworn testi-
mony was being forwarded.

Burghersdorp, July 9—A man named
Pansegroup was sentenced by the treason
court to 12 months’ smprisonment and to
pay a fine of £1,000. The court then
closed.

John Adrian Duplessis has been sen-
tenced to five years’ imprisonment and to
pay a fine of £2,000, or in default an ad-
ditional year's imprisonment for having
joined the forces of the South African re-
publics.

Roelf Dategan, a brother of a comman-
dant of that name, has been sentenced to
15 years’ imprisonment for joining the re-
publican forces in 1899, and for taking part
in the fight at Damplaats.

THE RAILWAY STRIKE

C. P. R. Claims lts About Over--
Some Reports from Outside.

The C. P. R. officials announce that they
expect” the strike to end on this section
today. Reponts from the Woodstock
division of the C. P. R. state that the
men®are still out and expect to remain
out. The new men travel over the road
in cars and 1epair any portions of the
fine that are not in good condition. Kour
men were sent out from St. John on
Saturday morning by the C. P. R. to work
on the line.

The trackmen, according to the Mont-
real Star, state that the reason the trams
are arriving late from different points, is
because the roadbed is beginning to get
in tad shape. The C. P. R. management
atate that the cause of the trains being
delayed for the past week was not as
claimed, due to the want of men, but
rather to the fact that in some districts
new gangs have been employed, and some
time has been lost in sending them to the
outlying districts. The C. P. R. oflicials
maintain that it will only be a few days
before the trains all over the line will Le
running on scheduled time.

Fruiday’s Toronto World says: “The
strike of the Canadian Pacific railway
trackmen is apparently no nearer a settle-
ment today than at any time since it was
inauvgurated. It has taken on a peculiar
aspedt. The men make a statement which
the officials contradict and vice vehsa,
while the public take their choice.”

The trackmen in that division are re-
ported as being determined to stay out.

On Thursday night the Labor party of
Winnipeg held a meeting and passed a
resolution of sympathy with the striking
trackmen. As far as can be learned there
is lititle dhange in the general situation.

Montreal, July 14—(Special)—A circular
issued tonight by President Wilson, of the
trackmen, claims the men are still sold,
in spite of the efforts of the railway to
break their ranks. Efforts have been
made, Wilson states, by other orders to
bring about a settlement, but without
effect. lle holds out hopes to the men of
Winnipeg if they will keep up the fight.

RACING ROUND THE EARTH.

The Newspaper Men's Race Against Time
and Each Other.

Some few weeks ago the manager of Le
Matin _a Paris morning paper, in an
article in his newspaper, said that he could
make a tour of the worid in a number
of days so few, that his statememt was
chaltenged. He promptly sent ome of his
staff around the world . to substantiate
mis claim. Mr. Hurst, the proprietor of
the New York Journal, the Uhicago Am-
crican, and the San KFrancisco Kxaminer,
decided that he could do better than the
Frenchman, and he started off a man
from each of his newspapers, one of them
running east and two of them west, to
.shorten the time. "This wide awake Am-
erican with bursting purse thereby had
three chances to one against the Irench-
man, and slarted off, not to beat time,
but to beat a competitor. Very early in
the race he violated one of the conditions
under which the editor of Le Matin set
out—to use only the regular commercial
conveyances. ‘llhe Amenicans began to
oharter special conveyances when they
could not make connections with the or-
dinary omes. La Presse, of Montreal 1ne
great representative of French-Canadian
jownalism, looked on and determined to
sce what Canada could do, and the pro-
prietor, the Hom. T. Berthiaume, sent, out
two men, Messrs. Marion and Prince, to
join in the race. These travelled together
to the west, following closely the course of
Mr. Fitzmaurice, of the Chicago-American.
Mr. Fitzmauice set out on May 20u, and
Messrs. Marion and Prince just a week
later. “The centre of interest secms to lie
between these two parties, which were
leading in time, up to the 5th July, the
(anadians having made the shortest time,
and should they have succeeded in cateh-
ing the Canadian Pacific Railway steamer
before it sails from Nagasaki or Yoko-
hama there is every probability of their
winning the race. Mr. Fitzmaurice, al-
though up to that time he had not made
as good time as the Qanadians, was for-
tunate in catching the stcamer for San
KFrancisco, while at the time of writing
there secmed some doubt of Messrs.
Manion and Prince catohing the Canadian
Pacific Railway liner: Should they do so
and cross the continent on the 100 ‘hour
Canadian Pacific Railway flyer they will
be days ahead of everybody. The event
is being watohed with the greatest inter-
est in France and the United States; bub
the Canadian public have hardly awaken-
ed to the fadt that such a race is on.

NEW FISH IN LAKE SUPERIOR.

Successful Planting of Steethead Salmon by
United States.

P

Duluth, Minn., July 6—An interesting
expeniment has been under way for the
past four years by the United States Fish
Comaision @t the station here. It has
now resulted in dthe successful planting
and acclimatization in Lake Superior of
a new food fish. This is the famous steel-
head salmon of the Pacific, a salt water
fish exclusively heretofore. It was be-
lieved that ‘this fish would thrive in the
cold fresh waters of Lake Superior,where
so many other salmonidae grow. Four
years ago, therefore, the commision sent
here several thousand fry, and planted
them on the north shore of thelake, near
Port Arthur and at Silver Islet, both
points on the Canadian side. The follow-

ing year a larger number was planted off -

Isle Royale, and since then the planting
has been kept up.

- Now from time to time the eatching of
an occasional steelhead is reported, and
from the size of those found it is evident
that they are growing about a pound a
year in these fresh waters. Tt is also
evident ," from certain modifications of
some of those specimens caught,that they
have been propagating and increasing
naturally. Fish of shis kind five pounds
in weight have been caught in the past
few days. These salmon are now spawn-
ing, and notices are being sent out asking
all fishermen who find them in their nets
to throw them back in the water, in
order that the work of the government
may be aided as far as possible.

The salt water steelhead salmon as
modified by existence in Lake Superior
js said to have a most delicate flavor, to
be well shaped and firm, and to have a
flesh of @ beautiful. red. The planting of
these fish will now proceed with much
greater rapidity, and with this and the
natural increase it is expected that it
will soon become quite a common fish
in (this lake. :
