Meo exhibiting these weaknesses 
can do less harm at home than in Ottawa, 
and we should cheerfully relegate them to 
the comforts and limits of their own fire 
sides. Nor should we drop such men 
merely to take up the agent or ally of Par 
liamentary Rings or Combinations formed 
for sell aggrandizement. In spite of the 
fears and efforts of all who dread these in 
fluences, many constituencies in the larger 
Provinces will be represented by friends ol 
railway and canal contractors whose move­
ments in Parliament will be governed 
solely by the attention paid to “claims” 
and legislation in which they arc person 
ally interested. Care should betaken that 
their number should be kept to the closest 
possible limit, as this is probably the most 
dangerous ol the many elements that go to 
make up the Canadian House of Commons.

What is required in our Commoners is 
(1) ability. They have to jencounter 
clever men from o'her Provinces, and they 
should be able to hold their own against 
s'I comers. We is not wish a* « Prpvindf 
to occupy an inferior position to nir siste: 
i’r-vjnecs, cither in debate or the plaun.no 
of measures, and we should therefore semi

\J err
representatives (2j should lie both honest 
and possessed Of means,—there beirig a 
more intimate connexion between these 
qualifications in otfr days than many -per 
sons are willing to admit. There should 
he in the member’s circumstances and sur 
ronndinga no temptation to jobbery or to 
succumb to influences adverse to his con 
stituents’ interests. If the candidates 
possess (3) a lair knowledge of the daws of 
their Province, they would make all the 
more valuable guardians ol our rights and 
privileges, as changes in the laws of the 
several Provinces are being constantly pro 
posed, and our members should be able to 
state promptly and positively how these 
changes are likely to affect the people they 
represent. The favorite candidates should 
also (4) be well informed inregarlto the 
industrial interests ol the Province,—the 
Agricultural,Shipping, Manufacturing and 
Trading interests, all of which are affecte I 
daily by Parliamentary legislation. They 
should, in fact, be in due sympathy, from 
knowledge and identity ol interests, with 
these great industrial divisions, as far as 
practicable. They should bo (5) enter 
prising and farsighted, and with 
stake in the country. They should be in 
dependent in character not less than in 
means, and willing to find their chief re 
ward in the advancement of the interests 
ol the public who place confidence in their 
ability and personal reputation.

Samples of the laws and regu­
lations he read for the benefit of the audi­
ence, particularly the ladies and the poli­
ticians. Persons who refused the office ol 
Governor were fined twenty pounds. Fe 
males who used too much material in their 
dresses were punished, that is if they wore 
their sleeves too long, or their dresses too 
high in the neck, He thought the law was 
well obeyed now. Husbands who gotdrunk 
were posted around the town,and a young 
man named Smith was punished for lying 
about a whale. The lecture occupied over 
an hour and enlisted the closest attention, 
It was replete with glowing language, and 
in ornate style of oratory it would be 
tainly a difficult matter to equal him.

Spring Hill Coal for Steam Purposes.

The opinion ol so high and impartial 
an authority as the late Mr. Edward Hart­
ley, F. G. S., in reference to the value of the 
Spring Hill Coal for Steam purposes, ought 
to have great weight. In his remarks on 
the trial of Steam Coals, published in the 
Canada Geological Report for 1869, he 
shows that coals ot the class of the Pictou 
coals “ are now burnt with an evaporative 
“ power equal to that of the Welsh, semi- 
“ anthracites, or free-burning steam coals.

The remarks there made, calling atten- 
“ tion to the importance of these trials to 
“ the Pictou coal trade, apply with greater 
“ force to the coal under consideration than 
'■ to Pictou coals, on account ol the nearer 
“ approach in character of the Spring Hill 
“ coal to those of Newcastle.” His com­
parison of analyses of coal from Newcastle- 
on-Tyne and Spring Hill is very sugges­
tive :—

I send you a few Items of news from this 
Island in the Bay, which may find accept 
ance with The Tribune, and its numerous 
readers. During the past week, three 
households have been bereft of wife and 
mother-guardians. A Mrs. Flewelling, ol 
North Head, died very unexpectedly, leav 
ing a husband, and a large family of small 
ehildren, seven in number^ destitute of a 
wile’s help, and mother’s care.

Our Island has ever been regarded as a 
healthy place ; but for the last few-years 
past, it has not proved as much so as here 
tofore, although, probably, the cases ol 
sickness and death have not increased in 
ratio beyond the increase of population.

Strangers who come here in the summer 
season, sweltering from hot climes, find 
here salubrious air, and a cool retreat, se­
questered nooks full of salt water, where 
iovalid or healthy can bathe their limbs at 
will, for sport among the gently swelling 
wave invigorating.
