It is proposed to call the infant son of 
the Duke of Edinburgh the Priuoe of Fee- 
jee, inasmuch as the annexation of the 
Feejce Islands to the British Crown was 
almost simultaneous with his birth.

Dr. Lyon Playfair, in bis address be­
fore the British Social Science Congress, 
asserted, with a convincing reference to 
statistics, that neither in Scotland nor in 
England have the results of the sanitary 
measures been distinct and satisfactory.

It is stated that an exceptionally large 
group of spots is now visible on the sur­
face of the sun.

to the boats, one of which, with 
five men. is supposed to have been swamp­
ed. The other containing two of the 
crew living and three dead was picked np 
by the steamer Horseguard from Odessa 
and the survivors were landed at Fal­
mouth on Monday.

The cottage and grounds once the re­
treat of Maximilian in Mexico are in 
ruins, adherents of the new Government 
having been allowed to pillage and de 
stroy as they chose.
