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lodgings. The fame fhall be obferved with regard'to M. Bigot, Intendant, the Come
miffaries of Marines and writers, whom the faid M. Bigot fhall have occifion for,.
and no perfon fhall be lodged at tlic Intendant’s houfe before he fhall- take his de-
partare.—** The Marquis de Vaudreuil, and all thefe gentlemen, fhall be mafters
“ of their lipufes, and fhall embark,-when the King’s fhiip fhall 'be ready to fail
¢ for Europe; and. all poffible conveniencies thall be granted them.” -

ARTICLE XIIL

Tuz moft convenient veflel that can be found fhall be appeinted to carry the Mar--
quis de Vaudreuil, M. de Rigaud, the Govemor of Montreal, and the fuite of
this General, by the ftraitelt paffage to the firflt fea port in France ;:and every ne-
ceffary accommodation thall be made for them. This veffel thall be properly vice
tualled at the expence of his Britannic Majefty : and the Marquis de Vaudrenil fhal?
take with him his papers, without their being examined, and his equipages,.
plate, baggage, and alfo thofe of his retinue.—* Granted, except the archives
« which flrall- be neceflary for the: Govemment of the couintry.”

ARTICLE XIII;

If before, or after, tiie- embarkation of the. Marquis d& Vaudreuil, news of*
Peace thould arrive, and, that by. treaty, Canada fhould remain to his moft’ Chris--
tian Majelty; the Marquis de Yaudreail fhall return to- Quebec or Montreal ; every:
thing thall return to its former fate under the Dominion of - his moft- Chriftian Ma..
Jelty, and the prafent capitulation fhall become null and of no effe&.—~—% Whate-
*¢ eyer the King may. have done, on this fubje&, fhall be obeycd.”

ARTICLE XIV..

Two f{hips fhall be appointed™to carry. to France, le Chevalier dé Levis, the-
principal officers, and the ftaff of thie Land forces, the Enginecers, officers of Ar--
tillery, ‘ard their domeftics. Thefe veflels thall likewife be viclualled; and-the ne.-
ceflary accommodation provided m them. The faid officers fhall take with them:
their papcrs, withiout being examined, and alfo, their equipages and bagage; Such.
of the laid officers as fhall be-married; {ll have liberty to take with them thein
" wives and children, who fhall alfo be viQualled.—Granted, ‘¢-except that the Mare
“ quis de Vaudreuil and all the officers, of whatever rank they may be,. fhall.
* faithfully deliver to us all tite charts and plans of the country.™

ARTICLE XV.

A veffel fhall alfo be appointed-for the paffage of Mr. Bigot; the Intendant,.
with his fuite; 'in which veflel the proper accommodation fhall b: made for him,
and the perfons he fhall take withr him : he fall likewifc eu bark with bim his p o-
pers, which {hall notbe examined ; his equipages, plate, bajgge and thole of hs:
fuite : this veflct fhail be vittaalléd as before mentioned.— *-Granted, with the
 famé. referye, asin the preceding articls,”

The Britith General fhall alfo order the neceffary.and ‘moft convenient veffels ter
carry to France M, de Lonrgueuil, Governor of Trois Rivieres, the f{taff of the
