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J. Wallace, J. T. Dimock (1895 to 1904), Geo. 
L. Bishop (for one year), A. E. Ingram (1906 to 
1910, resigning on account of ill health). The 
Rev. J. T. Dimock did good work not only in 
his field but also as Secretary of the Temper­
ance Committee of the Ministers’ Guild.

The pastoral field embraces the Head of the 
Bay, New Annan, Brule and River John, and 
imposes considerable work on its minister.

Among the early members of this church 
were David and Mary Blackmore, Chas. and 
Jacob Sutherland, Richard Gammon, Reuben 
Stiles, Harriet MacLean, Mary Hamilton, Jane 
Ann Cameron. Mary Blackmore became the 
wife of Robert Allen and thus the grandmoth­
er of the three young men, sons of Charles 
Allen, whom the church has given to the min­
istry. The Clerk of the church is Sherman 
Sellers.

Mr. Chas. Sutherland mentioned above, who 
is still living, tells this story of some minister 
who served the circuit for about two years 
and whose name (Hall) does not appear in 
our list : Returning from Pictou to the River 
one day, Mr. Hall overtook a poor barefooted 
man. To his inquiry, ‘Where are your boots?’
