The President lopped off about 375 
patronage positions when he ordered 
that cashiers and finance clerks in 
the big postoffices should be put in 
the classified list, providing the post-’ 
master general indorsed their effici- 
ency. No future appointments may 
be made to these positions unless the 
appointees have passed a civil ser­
vice examination.
