MUM S1EAD DUTIES

| A settler who has been granted aa
(entry for a homestead is required by
the provisions of the Dominion Lands
Act and the amendments thereto te
perform the conditions connected
therewith, under one of the following
plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land i
each year during the term of three

years.

(2) It the father (or mother, it the
father is deceased) of any person who
is eligible to make a homestead entry
under the provisions of this Act, re-
|sides upon a farm in the vicinity of
| the land entered for by such person
‘a8 a homestead, the requirements of
' this Act as to residence prior to ob-
| taining patent may be satisfied by
|such person residing. with the father
‘or mother.

(3) If a settler has obtained a pa-
| tent for his homestead, or a cer-
tificate for the issue of such patent
countersigned in the manner prescrib-
ed b{ this Act, and has obtained en-
try for a second homestead, the re-
|3uh‘ementl of this Act as to resi-
'dence prior to obtaining patent may
' be satisfied by residence upon the
| first homestead, if the second home-
'stead is in the vicinity of the firsy
homestead.

(4) If the settler has his permanent
residence upon farming land owned by
|him in the vicinity of his homestead
'the requirements of this Act as to re-
| sidence may be satisfied by residence
|

upon the said land.

The term ‘‘vicinity”’ used above s
| meant to indicate the same township
;o;l an adjoining or cornering town-
| ship.

A settler who avalls himsell of the
provisions of Clauses (2), (8) or (4)
must cultivate 30 acres of his home-
stead, or substitute 20 head of stock,
with huildings for their accommoda-
tion, and have besides 80 acres sub-
stantially fenced.

Every homesteader who fails to
comply with the requirements ef the
homestead law is liable to have his
entry cancelled, and the land may be
again thrown open for entry.

months’ notice in writing to the Com-
missioner of Dominion ds at Ot
tawa of his intention to do so.

INFORMATION

Newly arrived #nmigrants will re-
ceive at the Immigration Office In
Winnipeg, or at any Dominion Lands
Office in Manitoba or the North-west
Territories information as to the
lands that are open for entry, and
from the officers in charge, free of
expense, advice and assistance in se-
'curing lands to suit them. Full in-
| formation respecting the land, tim-
| ber, coal and mineral laws, as well as
| respecting Dominion Lands in the
| Railway Belt in British Columbia,
may be obtained upon application
to the Secretary of the Department
of the Interior, Ottawa; the Com-
missioner of Immigration, Winnipeg,
Manitoba; or to any of the Dominion
Lands Agents in Manitoba or the
North-west Territories.
