NEWS BY TELEGRAPH.

CANADA.

Ottawa, May 2.—In the House of Commons 
to-day, the Premier introduced the bill provid­
ing for the Government of the North West 
Province of about eleven thousand square miles, 
called Maiiitobali. He is informed Inis includes 
all the settlements on the Assinboinc and Red 
Rivers.

Responsible Government is to be given to the 
new Province.

A Lieutenant Governor, with five advisers 
A Local legislature of two Houses. Assembly 
with 21 members elected by the people, and a 
nominated Legislative Council of seven.

Four members will lie sent to the House of 
Commons, and two to the Senate.

The Franchise is to be the same as in the dis­
trict ol Algou,a. All present titles to land are 
to Is- guaranteed. Certain reservations will be 
made for the Indians. Liberal financial com es 
«ions will !»• made to the inhabitants. In con­
cluding his explanations the Premier stated that 
order must be restored and therefore a force 
composed of about fifteen hundred men, one 
fourth regulars and three fourths militia, the 
proportion of expense borne by England and 
Canada being the same, would be sent into the 
territory. He had every reason to believe they 
would be gladly received.

McKenzie asked it tin- purchase money had 
been paid over. The Premier replied that it 
would be before the bill passed.

McKenzie said the bill was liable to many ob­
jections, but he would not go into details till it 
was in the hands of the members. He attacked 
the Government for not having paid the money 
before. He expressed a hope, that all tlie ar­
rangements would be formed without any see- 
t irian bias.

11"' Premier explained that mounted police 
would act as a protection against the Indians 
interfering with immigrants and the local con­
stabulary.

Mr. McDougall condemned the bill, and de­
clared that the majority of the people were not 
yet pr, pared for self government.

(Special to Morning Chronicle.) 
Quebec, May 2.—Yesterday morning, about 

20 minutes past J o'clock the steamer City of 
<Juebei:. Capt. Connell, while on her first trip to 
the lower ports, collided with the steamer Ucr- 
mmiy. Capt. Graham, of the Allan line, off 
Green Island.

The City of Quebec left this port on Saturday 
morning with 12 cabin and about 22 steerage 
passengers and a full cargo.

The Germany passed Father Point at 10 p. 
ui. on Saturday, ou her way to Quebec, and 
had on board over 800 passengers and 2500 
tons freight.

The City of Quebec was struck before the 
centre of the paddle wheel, cutting right into 
the middle of the ship. The sponsen beam of 
tlie City of Quebec entered tlie bows of the 
Germany and kept the two together, so that 
the passengers had time before she sunk to save 
their lives.

The collision occurred abreast of Green Isl­
and, and almost two miles from the shore.

When the light front the Germany was first 
seen, the City of Quebec was running at full 
speed, about 11 knots an hour. The ltd engi­
neer.

The City of Quebec sunk in half an hour after

UNITED STATES----r.ATF. RICHMOND DISASTER.

(Special in St. John Telegraph.)
Richmond, Va., April 27.

A large crowd assembled this morning in the 
upper i^d-tion of the capitol building, where tlie 
Supreme Court of Appeals is located, to hear 
the discussion on the Mayoralty case.

At about 11 o’clock the floor gave way be­
neath the dense weight, precipitating the crowd 
to the floor below, where a caucus was in ses­
sion.

Many escaped the terrible fall by jumping 
into the windows when the floor gave way.

About two hundred persons were hurt by the 
accident.

The greatest excitement prevails. Hundreds 
of persons are on the capital square weeping 
and wailing as the dead and dying are brought 
from the building.

( iovemor Walker escaped unhurt, though on 
the court room floor at the time.

Fifty-eight persons were killed, among them 
Patrick Henry Avlets. formerly the Confederate 
States District Attorney, and since one of the 
editors of the Examiner and Enquirer. He 
was great grandson of Patrick Henry ; Edwd. 
M. Schofield, youngest brother of Maj.-Gen. 
Schofield, a V. S. army officer, during the war 
appointed by the military commander assessor 
of Richmond ; S. A. Eaton, formerly of Boston 
-son old member ol the Boston press, and for- 
soine time attached to the Herald of that city ; 
Br. J. B. Brock, editor of Richmond Enquirer; 
Julius A. Hobson, City Collector ; S. Dugger, 
member of the House of Delegates ; James A. 
Blamiere, of Berlin, Prussia ; J. XV. D. Bland, 
colored senator from Prince Edward ; Thomas 
II. Wilcox, ex-Confedvrate General; Edward 
Ward, of England ; T. H. Foley, Deputy Uni­
ted States Marshal ; H. E. Bradshaw, grocer, 
and 35 others, among whom were one captain, 
one sergeant, and nine privates of the police, 
who were oil duty in the buihliug.

Among the wounded were ex-l iovemor Wells, 
Mayor W. K. FJIvson, Mayor Cahoon, Thomas 
S. Bocock, ex-Speaker of the United States 
House of Representatives, Gen. M. D. Corse, 
ex-Major General of the Confederate army, W, 
D. Chesterman of the Petersburg Index, and 
about 100 others.

Directly after tlie disaster occurred, tlie Hook 
and Ladder Companies repaired at once to the 
scene ; for three hours the place was lull of" hor­
ror. Almost every minute there apjieared, 
swung out by a rope tied around the middle, the 
body of some popular favorite who, after being 
swung on the shoulders of one of the fire bri­
gade, mangled and dead, was brought down the 
ladder and laid on the green grass of the Public 
Park, where it was instantly surrounded by two 
or three thousand of those who had gathered to 
recognize the slain.

The Park was filled with weeping women and 
anxious men until two o’clock, when the last 
victim was drawn from the building.

All the stores in the city were closed and pla­
cards placed upon tlie doors, “ Closed in conse­
quence of the disaster at the Capitol.” No 
more business was done during the day.

To-night meetings have been held of mem­
bers of the Press Association, members of late 
military organizations, members of the Bar and 
citizens generally. To-morrow will be obser­
ved as a day of general mourning.
