pleafure, to call a new Provincial Parliament, and do hereby further
declare that with the advice of our faid E.xecutive Council, We have this
day given orders for the iffuing out Writs, in due form, for callinga
new Provincial Parliament, in our faid Province, which Writs are to
bear teft on Sarurday the feventh day of this prefent month of June and
to be returnable on Monday the twenty eighth day of July next In
