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out of any monies which aré now raised or levied, or which hereafter may
be raised or levied by authority of Parliament, to and for the uses.of this
Province, of which said sum of two thousand five hundred pounds, - there
shall be paid annually te the Home District, two hundred. and fifty pounds;
to the District. of Newcastle, two hundred and fifty pounds; te the Midland
District, two hundred and fifty pounds; to the Johnstown District, two
hundred and fifty pounds; to the Eastern District, two. hundred and fifty

ounds; to the District of London, two hundred and fifty pounds; to the
}!))istrict of Gore, two hundred and fifty pounds; to the Niagara District,
two hundred and fifty pounds; to the Western District, .two hundred and
fifiy pounds; to the District of Ottawa, two hundred and fifty pounds.

1. And be it further enacted by the authority aforesaid, That the monies
granted by this Act shall be equally portioned to the Teachers of the se-
veral Common Schools in each and every District of this Province, to be
paid to the Teachers yearly or half-yearly, as may be directed by the said
Trustees ; Provided nevertheless, That nothing herein contained shall ex-
tend or be construed to extend to authorise the payment of a greater sum

than twelve pounds ten shillings to the several Teachers of the said
Schools. '

IV. And be it further enacted by the authority aforesaid, That it shall and

may be lawful for the Board of Education, in each and every District, to
nominate and appoint a Clerk to the said Board, and direct the Treasurer
of the District to pay him annually out of the monies in his hands for the
purposes of this Act, a sum not exceeding five pounds..

V. Ana be it further enacted by the authority aforesaid, That any thing in
the said Act of the fifty-sixth year of His Majesty’s Reign notwithstanding,
it shall not be lawful for the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, er Person ad-
ministering the Government, to issue any further Warrant on the Receiver
General under the provisions of the said Act, to any District Treasurer, un-
til a faithful account shall be rendered, authenticated by proper vouchers
and attested by the oath of the respective Treasurers, of the expenditure
of the sums already advanced or which may hereafter be advanced on ac-
count to their respective Districts.

VL And be it further epacted by the authority aforesaid, That when any ba-
lances shall remain in the hands of the Treasurer of any District, beyond
the payment of the lawful requisitions, orders or certificates of the Trus-
tees respectively, after- the Tirst day of July next, it shall and may be law-
ful for the said Treasurer to retain so much thereof as is directed- to be
paid by this Act in any one year tp the District of which he is Treasurer,
to carry into effect the provisions of this Act, and the balance thereof pay
over to His Majesty’s Receiver General, for thé public uses of this Pro-
vince, on or before the said first day of July.

VIL And be it-further endtted by the authority aforesaid, That the money
hereby granted to His Majesty, shall be paid by the Receiver General in
