PARIS, March 27.—“The caln
courage and presence of mind of Cap-
tain Mouffet filled us all with admira-
tion,” said Madame Wiser Verlindem,
a survivor of the channel steamer Sus-
sex, whos= liusband is at the front.

“Although badly hurt, this fine
French officer worked witliout ceas-
ing for the saiety of the passengers.
While giving orders, he’ answered all
their questions, adding a reassuring |
word, declaring that the ship would '
keep afloat and advising all who felt
that they had sufficient courage to re-
main aboard. The last of the passen-
gers to leave the Sussex for the Marie
Therese were several British officers.
They formed in line on the deck of the
Sussex and saluted Captain Mouffet,
who, exhausted, was turning over
command of the ship to the first offi-
cer, and they gave three ringing
cheers for him.”
