Salmon Flutifuir Holes. Hk-
The Fredericton fishing parties are return­

ing from their Miramichi expeditions. The 
patty consisting'ot Capt. Loggie, T. C. 
Allen", John Black and Mr. Elliot, ofPicton, 
N. S., returned on Thursday from a two 
weeks’ fish on the Southwest Miramichi. 
They report having caught thirty-six salmon 
and grilse, not as many as they expected, 
but withal a very pleasant trip. Salmon 
are scarce on the Sou’west this season.

On the Dungarvon and Rsuous streams 
the salmon are reported in abundance. 
Messrs. Davies, Foster, Rogers and Coul- 
thard have returned from the Dungarvon, 
where they had eight days fishing, catching 
between salmon and grilse forty-eight fish. 
The first day they were on the river they 
killed eighteen salmon and grilse.

Mr. O. A. Bramble has returned home 
from the Renoua and reports salmon in great 
abundance and fine sport on that river this 
season. Messrs Storey and Hurtzig of New 
York and Mr. 0. M. Roof, the other members 
of the Renoue Salmon Club, and their friends, 
are there yet and intend to remain there the 
whole summer. They have erected at a 
large cost a handsome club house 40 x 30 
feet, besides a cook house 14 x 16 feet, and 
other buildings. They have spent upwards 
of $3000 in improvements this season, and 
intend to make the Renoue their permanent 
summer home in the future. The fishing on 
the stream far excerds their anticipations.

ROBBERY AT WAASIS.

A Fredericton Lad Rob* Ibe Knkbagor- 
uleh Mall Bag and Make» Away wllb 
ibe Rcglatered Letter*.
News reaches us from Waasis, Snnbury 

Co., of another robbery, quite In keeping 
with the Abner Grass robbery of last fall. 
The following are the particulars, as we 
have received them : Last Tuesday moru- 
ing Amos Grass, mail driver from Rushagor- 
nish to Waasis Station, arrived at the latter 
place on his regular trip and drove into a 
bam to put up his horse. As is his custom 
he placed the mail bag in the wagon of 
James Hubble, who drives the mail from 
Oromocto to Waasis, and went out. Hub­
ble, who had arrived some time before, went 
down to Fredericton Junction on the team. 
He returned from the junction by the next 
train and immediately started for Oromocto 
with a fall mall, among which was the bag 
brought from Rushagorniah by Amos Grass. 
Upon the mail reaching Oromocto Post­
master McLean discovered that the Rusha­
gorniah bag had been opened and the con­
tents extracted. Hubble went back at once 
to Rushagorniah and there learned that two 
registered letters had been enclosed in the 
bag that had been opened. Upon farther 
inquiry at Waasis Station it was found that 
a lad, calling himself Poor, and hailing 
from Fredericton, had been seen lurking 
about the station for a few days, and sus­
picion seemed at once to rest upon him. Ac­
cording to subsequent disclosures the sus­
picion seems to have been well founded. A 
boy, of some nine years, who lives at Waasis, 
stated that Poor and he went into the barn, 
where Hubble’s mail wagon was, and that 
Poor suggested the idea of robbing the mail, 
to which the lad dissented. Poor, not to be 
dissuaded from the evil purpose, cut a hole 
in the bottom of the bag and extracted the 
two registered letters, dividing the contents 
with young Segee. The two lads were 
noticed to be hanging round together after­
wards, and seemed to have lots of money, 
and it was this fact that caused them to be 
suspected. Young Segee’a father paid the 
amount claimed to have been in the letters 
—$18—and the matter was allowed to drop.

lOUK THROUGH CANADA.

Miss Kate Buckley, of Qneemtown, Ire­
land, is at present in this city soliciting sub­

The rev. author, 
besides being a finished Latin scholar, was 
a poet of quite a high order, as will be evi­
denced by some of his compositions con­
tained in the book.

Action Again»* Railways.

At the St. John court Thursday morning 
the cases of Armstrong Stephenson v. the 
New Brunswick railway company and Arm­
strong Stephenson v. the St John Bridge and 
Railway Extention Company, were postpon­
ed, on application of J. A. Belyea, until 
Thursday next, on account of the absence of 
defendant companies. These actions are 
brought by Armstrong Stephenson to recover 
the penalty of $50 for violation, on the 20th 
inst., of section 47 of chapter 109 of the Re- 
rerved Statutes of Canada. The section 
above referred to is as follows .‘—Every 
bridge or other erections or structure, over 
or through or under which any railway pas­
ses, and tunnel through which any railway 
passes shall,at all times admit of an open and 
clear headway of at least 7 feet between the 
top of the highest freight cars used on tho 
railway and the bottom of the lower beams, 
members or portions of that part of such 
bridge erection or structure or tunnel which 
is over the railway.

These actions are probably the outcome 
of the serious accident which befell the 
plaintiff's son about a year since. Young 
Stephenson was a brakesman on the N. B. 
R., and while the train was passing under 
the deal shoot of Messrs. Kirk A Daniel's 
mill, he struck the shoot and was knocked 
off a freight car on which he was standing 
and sustained such injuries that it was 
found necessary to amputate one of his legs. 
Shortly after this accident he commenced 
actions to recover damages in the supreme 
court against the companies above named, 
whlco actions are still pending.—Globe.

THE SKEEfiA OUTBREAK.

Somelhiiig About tho Vounlry 
and its Inliiibiiaiits.

Fierce Hostility of Skeena In­
dians

To the Encroachments of any
Strangers—A Heathenish Tribe.

The Skeena outbreak may be still regard­
ed as incipient, but the best authorities on 
the district and its inhabitants agree that it 
presen:* serious aspects. The Indians of 
that region, unlike the red men of the 
plains, are a savage, turbulent race of men, 
and have been brought ioto but slight con­
tact with the mollifying influences of civil­
ization. Among them tribal distinctions 
are rigidly preserved and tribal rights up­
held; while the mountainous nature of the 
region and the fact that their chief susten­
ance is derived from tho rivers combined 
have limited them to a comparatively nar- 
row strip of country, and thus tl eir warlike 
tendencies have been maintained at the 
utmost tension, to prevent encroachments 
on their respective pretensions. The In­
dians in the Skeena district chiefly belong 
to one tribe although scattered in villages 
along the banka oi the river, aud it is be­
tween these villages that the sub-tribal dis­
tinctions are maintained. To the stranger, 
however, they are alike unfriendly and re­
pulsive. Until recent years they were en­
gaged in a series of bloody conflicts with 
the Haidahs, a tribe inhabiting the Queen 
Charlotte Islands off the northwest coast of 
British Columbia. The Haidahs were a sort 
of modern Vikings and used to make 
periodical incursions into the Skeena val­
ley, plundering and destroying wherever 
they could. During the last twenty or 
thirty years zealous efforts have been made 
to christianize the Skeena Indians, but with 
a marked want of success. Some travellers 
to that country have described them as tho

Determined Heathens on Earth.
Their moral instincts are of the lowest ; 
their pilfering habits irrepressible, and cold 
blooded murders in their villages appear to 
be no unusual occurrence. Consequently, 
residence for civilized man in that district 
has always been recognized as perilous and 
accounts for the fact that between Port 
Essington and Hazelton [the scene of the 
present trouble], a distance of 150 miles, 
there is not a single settler; while at the 
former there are less than halt a dozen, and 
at the latter the white settlement is practic­
ally limited to the inmates of the Hudson 
Bay company's fort. In 1880 there were 
about 2000 Indians scattered along the banks 
of the river, not including several large 

'villages above Hazelton. For years they 
have been more' or less disaffected, and if 
the outbreak becomes general an extended 
campaign will bo necessary to suppress it. 
Geographically the savages have a great 
advantage, the mountainous character of 
the country, the practical impossibility of 
navigating the Skeena more than 70 miles 
above its mouth—broken as it is with 
torrens and falls—together with the natural 
obstacles to portaging or tramping offered 
by the high banks and alternate stretches of 
dense bush and rocky ground, rendering 
their position well nigh inaccessible to a 
large force of men. On the other hand the 
military authorities will have an advantage 
in an early determinable and accessible base 
for their operations. ;,

Tha Conflict

is bound to be confined to the neighborhood 
of the rivers, the lack of game in that coun­
try rendering any lengthened retreat inland 
on the part of the Indians out of the suee- 
tion; so that Port Essington, at thb mouth 
of the Skeena, will in all likelihood be the 
base of military operations. Port Essington 
is about 450 miles north from Victoria. The 
route, which is extremely picturesque, lies 
through the Slraits of Haro, among the 
islands dotting the Straits of Georgia, be­
tween Vancouver and the mainland,and then 
through a series of channels dividing the 
mainland from a long succession of islands 
which fringe the coast, almost uninterrupt­
edly as far as Alaska. If the weather hap­
pens to be clear, which along that coast is 
rather the exception than the rule, glimpses 
can be obtained of most magnificent anenery, 
of lofty slopes, or in the words of Rev. D. 
M. Gordon as published in the report of the 
Canadian Pacific railway survey, “of hills 
now bare and precipitous, now wooded and 
■loping, now torrent-carved and snow-cap­
ped sometimes like a wall of adamant de­
fying the waves and cleft by deep narrow 
fiords or gorges.’’ Port Essington, while 
occupying a position of vantage, is not yet 
an extensive place, being in lact only a 
■mall settlement.

Tbe Majority oi II» Inhabitant»

are Indians, but of a different tribe, and of a 
more peaceable disposition than the Indiana 
further up the river. For a distance of 25 
miles from its mouth the Skeena river main­
tains a uniform width of lj miles. From 
there it gradually tapers to j of a 
mile at Kitsumgallum, 72 miles up the 
river. Tidal effects aro felt for 32 miles 
above Port Easington; beyond that the 
stream is very rapid amounting in several 
places to a positive torrent. For the first 75 
miles the river is dotted with Islands, many 
covered with trees, tho whole presenting a 
charming view, but between them the water 
rushes like a mill stream, rendering navi­
gation arduous and perilous. The bauks 
are precipitous, and slope away from lofty 
hills, ranging from 1000 to 2000 feet in 
height, the sides ot which are densely wood­
ed. The riyer was very carefully explored 
iu 1879, when the advisability was being very 
seriously considered of making Port Sam­
son, situate fifty miles from Port Easington, 
the Pacific terminus of the O. P. R. It was 
found that a track could easily be laid 
along the banks of tbe river, from Hazelton 
to the mouth, tbe amount of heavy work re­
quired being comparatively small, but that 
it would be necessary in several places to 
provide snow slides. Kitsumgallum is the 
highest point ever reached by a steamboat, 
and that truly

Remarkable Feat

was accomplished by the steamer Mum- 
ford in 18C6, when the Western Union 
Telegraph company was projecting its pro­
posed overland telegraph route to Europe. 
It is quite possible, however, that stern­
wheeled boats of light draught and power­
ful engines could be made to accomplish the 
trip regularly. A few miles above Kitsum­
gallum are the Tsipkeagh falls, and at KÜ- 
eilas a few miles further, are other fall?. 
At both these pointa the river narrowed in 
by ledges of rock on either shore to a few 
hundred yards, becomes torrent like and 
renders portaging necessary. With a light 
canoe well manned the first portage need to 
be no longer than 30 yards, but the latter is 
about a quarter of a mile. Farther on still 
are the narrows known as the Quotsalix 
Canon. Between Kitsilas and Hazleton are 
two Indian villages Kitwongah and Kit- 
■igcuchlah. Hazleton or " Kitummax,” 
meaning “Forks/’ is situated 30 miles 
above Kitwongah and 150 miles from Port 
Essington. In 1880 the population of this 
village was 260 including three white 
families. Above Hazleton are several 
village of Indians. In fact, this is the centre 
of tbe Indian district. Tho climate is not 
pleasant, being humid in summer and cold 
and raw in winter with a heavy snow fall.

Tbe Indian* Described.

Mr. John Hector Inkstu, a relative of 
Sheriff Inkstu, well known in Winnipeg,and 
who is at present at Hazleton, thus describes 
the Indians of that place : “The Indians 
hero «re all heathens and so sturdily refuse 
to embrace Christianity that even a Roman 
Catholic priest who labored long among 
them was forced from sheer discouragement 
to give up in disgust this extremely strong 
field of heathendom. They are wild and 
lawless, with no more notion ot fairness 
than a wolf whose character they exactly

parallel, inasmuch ns wh-’ii they pome 
to llio store alone they arc almost V x- 
ationsly meek and lowly, but when 
they collect in iiii-nlieis they are loml- 
!!!<>•,thvd nml m-ntoiur, h-hI soriningly 
ready to visit two or three kind* of ven 
g'Hiiee upon you. 1 so'netimea quivn 
with suppressed rage, and the noble dis­
position, in spite of policy, to caress one 
or two of th- m with a club often- 
tiiu-a siiz\ me. They are low 
statue sud degraded iu morals, and 
obtuse in perception and understanding 
that the simplest arithmetic hopelessly com 
founds them, aud anything iu the way of 
exchange of values is so confusing to their 
minds that, in irritation, I sometimes wish 1 
could hire an earwig to carry the sense into 
their miserable brains. Their facial ap­
pearance consists of mouth and cheekbones.
I suppose I ought to mention their small 
and flit noses, but it is “hardly anything to 
speak of," neither will I enumerate the 
other features, because l will he sure to en­
croach upon tho territory monopolized by 
the aforesaid paris. It is among such peo­
ple I am cast now—a people who murdered 
one storekeeper, worried the other so much 
that he died, and the third was fast going 
into a decline when I was sent up to re­
lieve him during the busy time of the sea­
son. I have been quite alone, but he will 
be back shortly, so I feel more light-hearted 
to-mght than I baye been for a long time."

N'i Titling» front Skeena Expedition.
Victoria, B. C., July 28. No tidings have 

been received here yet of the Skeena Expedi­
tion, or of the welfaae of the inhabitants of 
Fort Hszeltcn. News is hourly expected.

Ottawa, July 28. The department of 
mHitia has not yet received any information 
from British Columbia with reference to the 
Skeena troubles.

THE VISITING ODDFELLOWS

The visiting Oddfellows on Thursday did 
not have long to stay in the celestial city, 
but they had a jolly time of it while here, 
the reception and entertainment ot Victoria 
Lodge being all that could be desired. At 
the conclusion of the addresses of welcome 
to the visitors, of which mention was made 
in last issue, the Boston Chevaliers gave 
hearty cheers for the chief justice aud the 
other speakers, and complimentary cheers 
were given all round. At 7 o'clock in the 
evening, the bugle call of Canton Shawmut 
drew a large crowd of people to Parlia­
ment Square, where the visiting and local 
Oddfellows formed in procession and march­
ed up Queen street headed by the Boston 
band. As the procession approached the 
Barker House, the Stars and Stripes which 
floated from the top of the building, were 
dipped in salute to the American 
visitors. When this was done a 
a halt was made in the procession, and the 
Boston Chevaliers being drawn up in line, 
gave three rousing cheers for the American 
Vice-Consul, Proprietor Coleman, which 
was duly acknowledged by Mr. Coleman 
from the balcony of the hotel. The Boston 
Band struck up a lively air, and tho proces­
sion moved on its way to t'.e steamboat 
landing, followed by hearty cheers of citi­
zens who had congregated in front of the 
Barker House. The scene was a most 
picturesque one ag the excursion steamer, 
trimmed wiih flags, and the gay uni­
forms of the chevaliers and knights, 
was leaving the crowded wharf. The bands 
played and the crowds on the boat and 
wharf kept up a continuous cheering and 
handkerchief waving until the boat was 
near out of sight. The visitors gave every 
evidence of their appreciation of the wel­
come extended them by Victoria Lodge and 
the citizens. The display of bunting made 
at the Oddfellows hall and by he Queen 
Hotel was very fine. Eleven of the lady 
friends of the chevaliers accompanied them 
on the excursion. On the way up river the 
ladies passed a vote of thanks to Mr. Quinn, 
of Victoria Lodge, for special attention re­
ceived at his hands. Major Gordon and 
Adjt. Young informally entertained the of­
ficers of Shawmut Canton at mesa.

Various Modes of Suicide.
‘Of modes of suicide, poisoning ia by 

far the favorite,” said Dr. Hamilton.
1 looked tho subject up between 1866 

anil 1872, and found that of over 600 
suicides here in those years 212 were sui­
cides by poisoning. Tho preference in 
poisons was for arsenic, and this in its 
commonest form, paris green. Women 
almost always jioison themselves, unedu­
cated women using paris green, aud edu­
cated women chloral or morphine. The 
frequency with which paris green is used 
is duo simply to the easiness with which 
it can be obtained. Tho laws governing 
the sale of the different kinds of poison 
are not half stringent enough.

“In London hanging is the popular 
form of suicide, though voluntary star­
vation used to be. In France people 
drown themselves or die from suffoca­
tion by inhaling charcoal fumes. It is a 
singular fact that of the people who 
shoot themselves 75 per cent, slioot 
themselves in the mouth. At least this 
was the case at the time I gathered 
facts about tho matter. Suiciding 
by jumping from a great height is a 
horrible way of killing one’s self, but it 
is often dune. And I am inclined to 
think that many cases of this character 
which are set down as such aro not in­
tentional suicides, but instances in which 
the morbid tendency which nearly every 
one feels when at a great height to throw 
one’s self down, lias overpowered the will 
and the brain. I myself once had a ter­
rible experience of this character when 
ascending the mountain Corcovado, in 
the harbor of Rio Janeiro. It was with 
difficulty that I overcame a fearful rest­
lessness and impulse to throw myself 
down into the blue sea, 2,000 feet below 
mo. A fellow physician once told me 
that he had a patient who never dared to 
sleep on the third or fourth floor of a 
house because of his fear of yielding to 
an irresistible impulse to throw himself 
out of the window. ”—New York Sun.

New York, July 28. There was a great 
gathering yesterday morning at the funeral 
services over the remains of Courtlandt 
Palmer, late president of the .Nineteenth 
Century Club. At the request of the de­
ceased, Col. Robt. G. Ingersoll delivered 
the funeral oration, speaking in a slow, 
aolemntone. He said :

“My Friends: A thinker of pure thoughts 
a speaker of brave words, a doer of gener­
ous deeds, has reached the silent haven that 
all the dead have reached, and where the 
voyage of every life must end, and we, his 
friends, who even now are hastening after 
him, are met to do the last kind act 
hat man can do for man ; to tell his virtues 
and to lay his ashes in their place of rest and 
peace. Some one has said that in the open 
hands of death we find only what we have 
given away. Let ns believe that good deeds 
and brave words have endless fruit. Let us 
believe that good thoughts can never die. 
Let us believe that a noble, self-denying life 
increases the moral welfare of man. Noth­
ing is more inspiring than a tearless, inde­
pendent man who gives and asks reasons ; 
one who demands freedom, one who refuses 
to be slave or master. Such a man was 
Courtlandt Palmer. He was an honest man. 
He gave to others the rights that he claimed. 
To give his thoughts to others was not only 
a privilege and a right, but a duty and a joy. 
He protected the children of the brain from 
the Herod of authority. He preserved the 
realm of the brain from the brute force of 
superstition. Majorities- were nothing to 
him. No error could be old enough, plausi­
ble enough or profitable enough to stay him 
or to keep his conscience still. He believed 
in a fair exchange of thought, in good 
mental manners, in the courtesy of the 
conscience. He believed that each should 
strive, not for victory over others, but for 
the discovery of truth. He knew that truth 
loves the day. He believed in the morality 
of the useful. He knew that consequences 
determine the quality of action, and that 
man sows that which he reaps. The clouds 
have fallen from his life. He knew that the 
human race for countless ages has straggled 
toward the ever living light. He knew 
that the living are debtors to the noble dead, 
and he strove to repay that debt by giving 
better than he had received. This was the 
religion of duty. It was a religion without 
mystery. It was a religion understood by 
the head and approved by the heart. This 
is the gospel of the man of the world. It is 
the religion of humanity ; a philosophy not 
of scorn but of pity and of love. He denied 
the supernatural, and believed only in the 
religion of pure thought and honest deed. 
History was his prophet, duty his guide; 
the happiness of all the end. His was the 
wisdom glorified by love, the saviour of our 
race. He was afraid to do wrong, and 
therefore he was not afraid to die. He knew 
that night had come, and yet his soul was 
filled with light, for in that night the mem­
ory of hia generous deeds shone out like

Turning to where the casket lay, the 
speaker extended hia hands, and in a broken 
voice said ;

"Farewell, dear friend. The world is bet­
ter for your life. The world is braver for 
your death. Farewell. We loved you liv­
ing and we love yeu now."

He stopped and paused for a few momenta. 
Then he said : “I have been requested to 
read on this occasion a poem written by our 
friend." Mr. Ingersoll then read some verses 
by Mr. Palmer, in which he embodied his 
ideas of the future life.

Rev. Dr. Newton afterwards hold b ief re­
ligious services over the body, at the request 
of Mrs. Palmer, who is a member of hie 
church. After tbe services the body was 
accompanied to the crematory at Fresh 
Pond and cremated, and the ashes buried 
in the family vault at Greenwood.
