
INTERNATIONAL
REGULATIONS.

AGREEMENT TO SETTLE THE FISH­
ERIES QUESTION.

Six Commissioners Joint Regulations to 
be Framed for Both Countries— 
Agreement With United States to 
Have Uniform Close Season, Same 
Sized Nets, and Similar licenses 
Granted.

Ottawa, March 8.—A basis of agree­
ment has practically been reached be­
tween the United States and Canada, 
relative to a final settlement of the 
fisheries question of all boundary 
waters. Correspondence is now being 
exchanged between the two Govern­
ments looking to the drafting of the 
terms of a special treaty which will 
be made between Great Britain and 
the United States.

It is . understood provision is being 
made for joint regulations framed by a 
board of six commissioners, three ap­
pointed bv the United States and three 
by Canada, in respect to close seasons, 
tne size of nets to be used, the grant­
ing to licenses, etc., for the waters of 
Passamaquoddy Bay, St. John Hiver, 
St. Lawrence River westward from the 
beginning of the international boundary 
at St. Kegis, Que., the great lakes, 
Lake Champlain. Rainy River, Rainy 
Lake and Juan de Fuca Straits, B. C. 
The treaty will be for four years, and 
may probably be continued after that, 
as * both Governments are anxious to 
end the present unsatisfactory state of 
affairs, which is rapidly leading to the 
destruction of fish in these waters.

By making an international treaty 
the individual States will be bound by 
its regulations, according to the con­
stitution of the republic. Hitherto the 
chief difficulty in the war of reaching 
an agreement has l>een owing to the 
fact that each State along the Inmnd- 
ary has had charge of its own fisheries 
laws, and a common agreement could 
not be reached.

Canada has everything to gain by 
the new treaty, as our fisheries regula­
tions in the waters referred to ore 
much more strict than has been the 
ease with the States across the border. 
The new arrangement will practically 
mean that the United States- Govern­
ment will adopt the Canadian standard 
of inland fisheries protection.

Lake Michigan will l>e exempt from 
the application of the treaty, and to 
offset this on the Canadian side the 
Georgian Bay will also be exempt.

The fisheries question is the first to 
be settled of the outstanding issues be­
tween the two countries which were 
discussed by Hon. James Bryce with 
the Government here during his recent 
visit. In respect to other questions, 
negotiations will have to be continued 
for some time yet.

BARCELONA’S WELCOME.

King Alfonso to Visit the City To­
morrow.

Barcelona, March 8.—The city is be­
ing extensively decorated, and no offi­
cial efforts will be spared to give King 
Alfonso a creditable and enthusiastic re­
ception on his arrival here on Tuesday. 
Nevertheless, the greatest concern is felt 
for the King's safety, owing to the ac­
tivity of the Catalonian revolutionists 
and anarchists who recently have creat­
ed almost a reign of terror in the city. 
There have been five bomb explosions 
here since January 1, and not a single 
culprit has been caught. Only a few 
days ago placards were posted through­
out Barcelona that an attempt would | 
be made upon the life of the King should 
he carry out his determination of visit- ! 
ing this city. The placards were torn j 
down by the police, but the fear that an J 
outrage will be attempted remains.

General Linares, who was in command 
of the Spanish forces at Santiago, and 
who is now Captain-General of Catalonia, 
will be in supreme command of the mili­
tary arrangements, and in conjunction 
with Inspector Arrow, late of .Scotland 
Yard, and now chief of police here, is 
taking every precaution to insure the 
safety of the King, who will be his per­
sonal guest.

In addition to the troops who will line 
the routes wherever the King goes prac­
tically all the civil guards in Spain ex­
cept detachments in Andalusia are con­
centrated here, and eight hundred police 
have been specially drafted for this ser­
vice. Secret instructions have been is­
sued to the police to search all persons 
wearing long Spanish capes, under which, 
as was the case in the Lisbon tragedy, 
arms may be concealed.

A CANADIAN CHANNEL. 

Proposed to Construct One in Detroit

Detroit, March 7. In addition to the 
Livingstone channel from Lake Erie 
through the lower Detroit River to the 
westward of Bois Blanc, which will be 
completed in 1911, prominent Canadian 
vessel owners and others will ask the 
Dominion Government to open a channel 
on the east side of Fighting Island, to 
be used entirely by upbound vessels. This 
channel would he wholly within Cana­
dian waters. There is plenty of water 
most of the way. and as the channel is 
absolutely free from rocks dredging to 
a good depth would be an easy thing. 
If the scheme is carried out all upbound 
vessels will use the Canadian channel 
and downbound the American.

New York, March 7.—Reputing a 
daylight attempt of the Black Hand to 
rob his bank to-d^y at the point of a 

i pistol, Pasquale Patti, who conducts a 
j large banking and exchange business 

in the Italian quarter of Elizabeth 
street, in a duel, in which his sou-in- 

j law, Louis Carter, joined, shot Fraiv 
I casco Pellattro, alias Guiseppe Sapio,
; who is dying to-night in a hospital with 

five bullet wounds in hk body, as a 
result of his attempt to hold up the 
bank. A second man. Michele Dogo- I stino, whom the police believe is an ac­
complice of Peilatro, was arrested 
while running from the bank after the 
shooting.

For fourteen years. Patti told the 
po-l'iee. he has constantly defied BVick 
Hand terrors, and only a month ago 
the front of his bank was blown out 
by a bomb, and $40.000 scattered in the 
street, which was saved by prompt 
work on the part of the banker.

Pellatro told the coroner to-night 
that he went to the bank to kill Patti, 
but fired no shots. 'Hie police have 
been unable to find Pellatro’s revolver. 
Patti is held by the police, pending fur­
ther investigation of the affair.

Plan to Raise £5,000,000 as a Thanks­
giving Fund.

London, March 8.—In connection with 
the Pan-Anglican Congress in the sum­
mer an effort is to be made to raise 
money on a scale which has never been 
attempted by any religious lx>dy. It is 
propoepd to provide a thank-giving fund 
of £.i.000,000.

There are altogether 249 dioceses con­
nected with the Anglican Church in all 
parts of the world, and it is hoped that 
nearly all the Bishops of these dioceses 
will be present and that they will each 
bring a hamkome contribution to the 
Thanksgiving fund.

About seven thousand delegates will 
attend this congress, r.ml there is ren- 
i-on to hope that all of these will be 
guests of members of the Anglican 
community in Ixmdon. The committee 
which is arranging for the reception 
of the visitors is receiving many offers 
of hospitality of this character.

DIAMOND WAR MAY COME.

BY-ELECTION RESULTS.

Eleven Liberals to Three Conservatives 
in One Year.

Ottawa, March 8.—A return of by- 
elections for the Commons held during 
1907, issued yesterday in blue book 
form, shows that during the year four­
teen by-elections were held. Of these 
five were by acclamation, the members 
elected being all Lilierals, nanily, Hon. 
Wm. Pugsly, Hon. George P. ’ valiant. 
Hon. Jacques Bureau, Pius Michaud 
(Victoria, X. B.), and C. B. Major 'La- 
belle). In the nine contested constitu­
encies Liberals were elected in six and 
Conservatives in three. The aggregate 
Liberal majoritities totalled 5,318, and 
the aggregate Conservative majorities 
1,500, to vÆich Major Beattie’s majority 
in London against the Labor •• .udidvLe 
contributed 1,035.

A Probability That the Monopoly May 
be Broken Up.

London, March 8.—There is a prob­
ability, according to The Daily Mail, 
that the diamond monopoly will be 
broken up through the non-renewal of 
the contract, which expires this month, 
between the Premier" 'Diamond Mining 
Company and the Diamond Syndicate, 
whica hitherto has taken the output of 
both the Premier and the De Beers 
Companies. In case the contract is not 
renewed war will be declared by the 
Premier Company against the DeBoers.

The Diamond Syndicate practically 
controls the world's output, amounting 
to about $50,000,000 annually. » Early in 
the year there was a depression in the 
diamond markets of the world, result­
ing from the financial situation in Am­
erica and the money stringency in Eur­
ope. In order to maintain the price of 
diamonds the Premier Company an­
nounced a considerable reduction in 
their monthly output, and the Diamond 
Syndicate also came to the support of 
the market, deciding that there should 
be no reduction in the price of stones. 
It was believed at that time that the 
slackness of the American demand 
would be short-lived.

SMALL LOAF CRY.
WON ENGLISH DIVISION OF HAST­

INGS FOR UNIONISTS.

Arthur Ducross, Tariff Reformer, Given 
Over Thousand Majority—Govern­
ment Blamed for Increase in Price 
of Bread.

New York, March 8.—The Herald has 
received the following cable despatch 
from London : The Parliamentary di­
vision of Hastings, which takes in three 
south coast watering places, returned a 
Radical member in 1885 and again in 
1900. Two years ago, however, it show­
ed it had had enough of Radicalism, 
and this week at a by-election it lias 
presented Mr. Arthur Dueros, Unionist 
and tariff reformer, with a majority 
of 1,018, two and a half times that givne 
to his father at the general election.

The big and little loaf trick played 
an important part in the contest. Bread 
has increased somewhat in price since 

I the general election, and, though this is 
j plainly due to natural causes, and not 
I to the Liberal Government, the Union- 
I ists made the most of the fact that 
there has been an increase. All over 
the Parliamentary division was to be 
seen a poster on which a drawing 
showed the Premier, Sir Henry Camp­
bell-Bannerman, carrying a platter on 
which was a loaf bearing the words 
“A 4)£d loaf for 6d.” Above were the 
words, "Radicalism means dearer liv­
ing.”

TEN DIED FROM EXPOSURE.

Schooner John F. Milton Wrecked Off 
Alaskan Coast.

Fan Francisco, Marlic 8.—The schoon­
er Czarina, which arrived to-day from 
Pirate Cove, Alaska, brought news that 
tin* schooner John F. Milton, which 
sailed from San Francisco November 
23 for Bear Harbor, Alaska, was driv­
en ashore during a gale on January 8 at 
Ivaterck peninsula, Unimak Island, and 
was broken in two. Ten of the crew 
died of exposure, and it is believed that 
twenty-five survivors are still on the 
peninsula.

Two of the crew put out in a dory for 
assistance, and arrived at Sandpoint af­
ter six days’ hardships. The lightkeeper 
at the island pressed the schooner Mar­
tha into service, and despatched it to 
the scene of the wreck. Up to the time 
the Czarina «ailed the Martha had not 
returned.

CONVICTS BREAK FOR LIBERTY.

“Lifers” Attack Penitentiary Officials 
and Kill One.

Deer Lodge, Mont., March S.—Warden 
Frank Conley, of the Montana Peniten­
tiary, was severely wounded to-day, and 
Assistant Warden John Robinson was 
killed by three life convicts, George 
Rock, \\. H. Hayes and another, who 
tried to escape from prison.

Robinson's throat was cut from ear 
to ear, and the jugular vein was sev­
ered. Conleys’ throat was gnsiied and 
he was stabbed several times in the 
shoulder and the groin before he was 
able to draw his revolver and fchoot 
down Hayes and Rock, who were 
armed with pocket knives.

It is believed that the warden will 
recover.

The three convicts had been taken to 
the office of the penitentiary to be 
tried for some infraction of the pri­
son rules. The moment the men en­
tered the office, Rock turned swiftly 
on Robinson, who was closing the 
door, and at the same moment Hayes 
started for Conley.

NINE CONVICTED AFTER TRIAL 
AT BOSTON.

One of the Wealthiest and Most In­
fluential Chinese of the City Found 
Guilty of Causing Four of His Coun­
trymen to be Killed.

Boston, March 7.--Wany Charles, 
one of the wealthiest and moat influen­
tial Chinese of Boston, and eight of 
his countrymen, claimed to be notorious 

hatchet men,” were found guilty by a 
jury in the Superior Criminal Court 
late to-day of nnirder in the first de­
gree on four codât# alleging the killing 
of four Chinese ,in Boston on August 
2 of last year. A tenth defendant, Yee 
Watt, who had also been on trial on 
the same charge, died suddenly in his 
cell last Tuesday while the trial, which 
lasted 33 days, was in procréés.

The murders for which the nine 
Chinese were found gulity grew out 
of a long-standing feud between the 
Hip Sing Tong and the On Leong Tong, 
rival Chinese societies.

Early in the evening of August 2, 1907, 
a number of strange Chinese sudden­
ly appeared in Oxford Place, in the 
heart of the Chinese quarter of Boston, 
and fired over forty shots into a crowd 
of Chinese merchants and laundrymen 
who were lolling about in the rear of 
their places of business after a hard 
day’s work. When the police arrived 
they found three Chinese dead and a 
dozen seriously wounded, one of whom 
died.

It was charged that Warrv Charles, a 
rich and influential Americanized 
Chinese of this city, and President of 
the Hip Sing Tong, had instigated the 
killing in order to frighten the Chinese 
business men into joining his society. 
He was therefore indicted as being an 
accessofy before the fact. Time to ap­

Will Reply Later Reyirdiif the 
Seizure of Tatra Mara.

London, March 8.—A special despatch 
received here says that China has apolo­
gized to Japan for hauling down the 
Japanese flag when the steamship Tatsu 
Maru was seized. The despatch further 
states that China later will reply to the 
Japanese Government regarding the 
seizure of the steamer and its cargo.

The statement was made at the Jap­
anese Embassy here to-day that China 
has expressed deep regret for hauling 
down the Japanese flag on the Tatsu 
Maru, and has promised to punish the 
officials responsible, for the act. It was 
further stated that China had promised 
to reply later concerning the seizure of 
arms.

$5,000.

Some of the entries give an impres­
sive idea of the court’e tenacious grip.
For exantlple, in the case of the At­
torney-General against Speed, the ac> 
count was opened in 1742, the last 
transaction being in 1744. Many en­
tries refer to 17th century oases. One 
of the earliest is that of “Moriborough 
va. Van Brugh. before 1726,” recalling 
the fact that Van Brugh built for the 
Duke and quarreled with the Duchess of 
Marlborough. He died in 1726.

A royalty at the rate of five 
cents per ton shall be collected on the mer­
chantable coal mined.

QUARTZ.—A person eighteen years of age. 
or over, having discovered mineral in place, 
may locate a claim 1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is 86.
At least 8100 must be expended on the 

claim each year or paid to the mining -‘e- 
corder la lieu thereof. When 8500 has been 
extended or paid, the locator may. upon hav­
ing a survey made, and upon complying with 
other requirements, purchase the lano at 81

The patent provide» for the payment ot a 
royalty of 2\4 per cent, on the sales.
