The Tournai Trial.

private individuals, has terminated in the 
acquittal of the accused, on the ground 
that, in removing the funds, he was act-I 
ing in good faith and under the orders of I 
his superiors, and that what he may have

Itoi has appealed against this judgment, 
and in the matter rests. But as the facts 
of the case have been somewhat misre- 
presented in the English papers, it may 2 
be as well to recapitulate those which, 
amidst a mass of obscurities, appear cer­
tain. It will probably be remembered 
by our readers that about four years ago, 
Mgr. Dumont, who was then Bishop of 
Tournai, offered violent opposition to the 
Holy See on account of its conciliatory 
attitude towards the Belgian Government 
in the matter of the new Law on Educa­
tion. Those attempts at conciliation 
were, indeed, met with but little recipro­
city—we published at the time the whole 
series of diplomatic despatches—and the 
negotiations were brought to an abrupt 
termination by the rupture of diplomatic 
relations between Belgium and the Holy 
See. But in the meantime the opposition 
of Mgr. Dumont took the form, not only 
of disobedience, but even of invective, 
and on the recommendation of a special 
Commission of Cardinals, named to re­
port upon the case, Mgr. Dumont was 
first suspended from the government of 
his diocese—Mgr. Du Rosseaux being 
appointed Apostolic Administrator of it 
and subsequently deposed, Mgr. Du Ros- 
seaux was then appointed Bishop of 
Tournai, and recognized as such by the 
Belgian Government, which declined to 
go behind the act of the Holy See. Some 
time afterwards arose the question con­
cerning the funds which were deposited 
in the episcopal palace. Mgr. Dumont, 
the ex-Bishop, had retired to a house he 
had in the country, and he claimed be­
fore the civil tribunals possession of the 
palace and ita contents, and especially of 
certain funds which he alleged to be his 
private property. He obtained, on the 
institution of this suit, an order for seals 
to be ploced on the offices and safes in 
which the diocesan documents and moneys 
had been kept. It appeared, however, 
that they were empty, the Bishop, Mgr. 
Du Rousseaux, having directed Canon 
Bernard, the diocesan treasurer, to re-

GREAT CHEAP SALE OF A later account says that Vanz Ander­
son was killed.

Mgr. Dumont’s private property. Good- 
hue, on arriving in Belgium with this 
money, was arrested, but subsequently 
released, and Belgian Government ap. 
plied for Canon Bernard’s extradition. 
This was eventually effected at Havana, 
and the Canon was brought home and 
kept in prison for a year, and has now 
been tried and acquitted on the grounds 
ab ve specified. This, argues the Courrier 
de l’ Escaut, is clear proof that Mgr. Du 
Rousseaux, the present Bishop, has been 
quite right all along in objecting, as he 
did, to Canon Bernard’s extradition, and 
in insisting that his proceedings in 
America, which the Belgian Courts have 
now decided were beyond their compe­
tence, should be tried before the Ameri­
can Courts. The rights and wrongs of 
the affair—as far as Canon Bernard's 
conduct is concerned—are, we confess, 
too obscure for us to pronounce a decided 
opinion upon them ; but what is perfectly 
clear is that Mgr. Du Rousseaux is the 
true Bishop of Tournai, and that all pro­
perty which really belongs to the diocese 
belongs to him.

More than that ! As soon as he was tran- 
quilized as to his personal situation, he 
hastened to Germany. There he drank 
a toast to the German army, that is to 
say, a toast to our disaster. Finally, in 
order that his hatred should be officially 
confirmed, he went still further than that. 
When the King consented to be made a 
colonel, he chose for his regiment one of 
the Uhlans ; he selected for his garrison 
Strasburg. By acts of politeness to that 
King ; by fetes and compliments ; by dis­
turbing the president of the republic ; by 
deranging Paris with reviews. Shall we 
not be disquieting and offending Spain 
where everyone not in office is friendly? 
Shall we not appear to be disregarding 
the nation which loves us and which has 
already remained our ally in spite of 
violence of its government rejoicings and 
illumination? Let us reserve for a more 
favorable occasion what has just taken 
place. With regard to Spanish affairs, it 
is sufficient. Let us add nothing to it. 
That would be too much. France cannot 
demean herself to such a point. When 
Zorilla leaves France, she cannot open 
her arms to those who receive Bazaine.

L‘Evenment thinks it due to this 
country for King Alfonso implicitly to 
state whether he is in the Central Euro­
pean alliance or not. If he is, he should 
hasten through Paris. To stay here as 
a friend when he belongs to the enemy’s 
camp, would be an unpardonable outrage 
to French justice.

Figaro and Voltair also attack the 
King.

It is thought quite likely that France 
will clajm the central navigation of the 
Congo below Stanleypool. If this claim 
be put forward, the Congo difficulty will 
speedily assume proportions equal in im­
portance to those already created by 
France in Tunis, Madagascar and Ton- 
quin.

The autumn manoeuvres have termin- 
ated. In summing up results of military 
progress, critics come to the conclusion 
that the relative fighting efficiency of 
French and German armies has not 
materially altered since 1870.
