loan on the market at a fixed price, which 
they knew to be less than its market 
value, and then managed matters so that a 
great part of the loan was assigned to them 
at the low price, and through the incapacity 
of the Minister, and the treachery of the 
agents, the Dominion lost, and the agents 
gained, half a million of dollars or more. 
They insisted, as Mr. Tilley during the late 
election campaign so frequently insisted, 
that the loan should be offered to public 
competition as to price as well as to the 
amounts to be allotted, and to prove that if 
this had been done a higher price would 
have been obtained, they frequently referred 
to the quotations of prices, of the small lots 
of Canadian debentures occasionally sold 
during the previous year, and to the price 
obtained for some Australian bonds, which 
were sold about the same time. All this 
has very suddenly come home to the critics 
themselves. Mr. Tilley, sent to London by 
the Government of which Dr. Tupper is a 
member, to negotiate another loan, applies 
to those very same agents, who, according to 
Dr. Tupper,-proved themselves faithless and 
dishonest, and endeavored to negotiate his 
loan through them, and he practically put 
the loan on the market at a fixed price, in­
stead of inviting competition, as Dr. Tupper 
and he alleged should be done. When com­
petition as to price is fully invited, the Min­
ister or other person charged with the nego­
tiation fixes a minimum price, but that min­
imum is not made known until the tenders 
are opened. Then only the envelope of 
what is known on “Change” as the sealed 
minimum is opened, and the minimum is 
made known. Mr. Tilley, aided we suppose 
in this by Sir A. T. Galt, fixed the minimum 
of this loan at 963, but he made the mini­
mum known, thereby declaring: not only 
what was the lowest price he would take, but 
also what in his opinion was the market 
value of the bonds. This mode of proceed­
ing is not customary, we believe, and in this 
instance it has not been very successful. 
Tested by the rule which Dr. Tupper in­
sisted should be used for determining whe­
ther Mr. Cartwright had acted properly, the 
price fixed by Mr. Tilley was much too low, 
as in the London “Times" of Nov. 26th 
New South Wales four per cent, bonds, 
wholly unguaranteed, are quoted at 991 to 
991, and Mr. Tilley, for bonds one-half of 
which were guaranteed, and therefore of the 
very highest market value, and which bore 
interest from the first of October, asked only 
961. We.do not wish to be understood as 
arguing that any blame attaches to Mr. Til­
ley for having named 964 as the price, or 
for having employed the Messrs. Barings to 
negotiate the loan, or for having acted on 
their advice, but it is not too much to say.
