WHY WAS THE ATTACK

HOUSE? EXTRAORDINARY REVULSION OF

MADE NEAR PICCOTT’S

To-day we tell again the story of
the great and glorious yictory in the
Tory stornghcld at Bay Roberts. In
the story itself we are able to devoie
more attentiion to details than we
could yesterday. Thursday the 6th of
January. will long be remembered as
a gala day for Port de Grave. Per-
haps never before in its history was
such enthusidsm ever shown. Mr.
Coaker, the President of thé F.P.U.,
accompanied by Mr. Lloyd, visited this
settlement attended with at least
four hundred and fifiy men.

The Orange band was in pro-
cession and plaved appropriate airs to
the delight of all. At nighi a public
meeting was held in the Orange Hall
and addresses given by both Coaker
and Lloyd, which were listened to
with rapt attention, and the statements
made were greeted with thunderous
applause.
