not much is recorded of His doings

heyond the fact that He lived a peas-
ant's life,—but He was no mere idler. |
As a peasant His work would not be |
very different from that of His neigh-
bors, but, when in the fulness of time, |
He assumed His public ministry, and '
by His Wondrous ‘words, and gracious f
miracles, declared ‘His divinity, He |
dignified labour, and fmparted to it |
the touch of sanctity—He made ltf
sacred. ‘

This is the lesson which the pres-
ent age needs to learn—or if it has
learaed, it needs to practice, The
Industrial world to-day is unsettled,
and sPrikes and lock-out are too fre-
quent. Where is the fault? Some
say capital, others say labour. Which
answer is right. 1Is there a possibil-
ity of both answers being right?
That is, are there not faults on both
sides? Have not capttal and labour
departed too much from the sacred
phase of the situation? Does capital
give sufficient to the Ilabourer, or
does the labourer give faithful service
to his master? Does it not some-
times appear that one is trying to
get ahead of the other; and that con-
fidence is,lacking between these two
agencies? It would be folly to say
that the unsettled .condition of the
industrial world fo-day reflects any-
thing of the sacred, True, it ought
to; but it ‘does not. There is a bigi
mistake somewhere, and until more
of the sacred element be recognized
it will continue so.

This thought has a direct local ap-
plication at the present moment; for
just now the Prime Minister and his
associates are at the Humber. They
have gone there to investigate the
conditions which exist, and of which
complaint has been made, The result
of their visit may mean much to
Newfoundland. @We cannot afford
any more strikes—any more would
staghate our: development. Let us
hope that the Premier’s visit will do
good, and /that the industrial condi-
tions of our land may be so conduct-
ed as to admit of that phase of the
question which is called sacred. In
the meantime we thank Mr, Johnson
for his timely tribute to lgbeur.
