DEAR BROTHER,~—Yours of a late date
is received. I regret to learn that times
are somewhat dull in my native country,
and also to learn that the winter is being
felt so severely in many sections in regard
to the wintering of stock. We are very
differently situated in this region. - All
small grains are already sown, and ani-
mals can make a good living on the

rairie ; in fact a good many have go
ived all winter without other sustenance.

this great country, and how I liked it.

Of course my stay in it has yet been of |

but short duration, but I will state briefly
my experience so far. The winter was
considered to be one of the most severe
ever experienced, We had very little
snow, but one or two severe spells of
frost, but they were of only two or three
days duration, The wind is very cutting
during such spells. A great deal of rain
fell which makes it very difficult to
move about, the soil being of a tough,
sticky character, The coldest day reach-
ed 16 below zero—but the Spring com-
mences much 'earlier than in Canada.
The crops are all now looking remark-
ably well, the fall wheat covering the
ground. I don’t think that spring wheat
and barley will do well in this region,
but winter wheat, rye, oats and Indian
corn are sure crops. Stock raising and
feeding pay very well, and there is
. & good demand for all kinds of stock at
remunerative prices. As for instance a
neighbor of mine has just sold $5000
worth of cattle and swine at seven cents
per pound live weight. In miy opinion
this will be an immense producing region
in the course of time. The appearance
of the vast prairies is really grand. The
belts of timber along the borders of the
streams are almost lost to view from their
low position, 8o you can see as far as the
eye can reach undulating prairie studded
with wild roses and prairie flowers, mak-
ing the air fragrant with their perfume.
But this grand natural panorama will
soon have to give way to the cultivated
fields and-Husy haunts of men ; thousands
of acres are every where to be seen enclog-
ed with new fences,and-new houses going
up in all directions. The quality of the
land iu‘ Northern Kansss is generally
high lying ; from two to five feet of rich
Jblack loam on clay subsoil—good spring
water. Nebraska is pretty much the
same, Southern Kansas is somewhat
different, large hottems—not 8o good
water—and the high lands poor and light.
It is trie that there are many. drawbacks
when we look at the other side of the
picture—want of timber, dry seasons,
distance from the seaboard, and last but
not least—a lazy, worthless population,
a8 far as the western Yankee is concerned.
But the latter difficulty will soon be re-
moved; the immense stream of emigration
from Europe, Canada and the Eastern
States which is daily crowding into this

region will soon drive the worthless race !

the interior, and we will ,then have a
much more moral and industrious popula-
tion. To give you an idea how rapidly
this country is filling up, I may mention
that- Loavenworth city is but thirteen
