London, Feb. 27.—Several disasters on 

sea and land are reported, caused by the 
gale yesterday, which *was especially 
violent at Liverpool, Edinburgh and 
Shields. The schooner Emma Maria 
went ashore on the Scottish coast near 
Arboath, and all on board were lost. A 
forions thunder storm passed over Dublin 
last night, causing much damage.

New York, Feb. 27.—The locomotive 
engineers in session in Cleveland, ap­
pointed T. M. Arthur, of Albany, Chief 
Engineer. The session is conducted in 
secret, but it is thought the question of a 
general strike is being discussed.

Pitt A Cranage's saw mill, Bay City, 
Midh., is burned. Loss, #300,000.

London, Feb. 26.—An official despatch 
received at the W ar Office from Com­
mander Wolseley announces the utter 
defeat of the Ashanteee, and the capture 
of Coomâssie. The stronghold was cap­
tured on the 4th February .after five days’ 
hard fighting.

Later.—The following just received 
from Ooomassie, Feb. 6 “ We reached
here yesterday after five days’ hard 
fighting. The troops behaved admirably. 
Oar casualties are under 300. The King 
has left the town, bat is close by. He 
promised to meet me to-day and sign a 
treaty of peace. We hope to start on our 
return to the coast to-morrow* The 
wounded are recovering, and the health 
of the remainder of our army is good.— 
Signed, Wolseley.”

Ontario Legislative Assembly.
On the assembling of the House on 

Thursday, the Speaker announced the 
election of Mr. McGowan as member for 
the North Riding of the Connty of 
Wellington.

Mr. Fraser then moved the House into 
Committee on a series of resolutions re­
lating to the Prisons and Asylums In­
spection Act. The House went into 
Committee, and the further considera­
tion of the resolutions was postponed 
until Friday.

The House having resumed, went again 
into Committee,Mr Hodgins in the Chair, 
and considered the several clauses of the 
Fermented and Spirituous Liquors Bill. 
Thirteen clauses of the Bill were passed 
with a few verbal amendments. The 
Committee sat till the six o’clock recess^ 
After recess, Private BilLbueiness having 
been disposed of, the House again went 
into Committee on the Liquor Bill and 
at eleven o’clock, the sixtieth clause being 
read, the Chairman was ordered to report 
progress, and the House adjourned.

one-third.

CoNVÿOTBD.-7-McDonald was convicted 
at Berlin on Thursday by Judge Miller of 
having burglar's tools in his possession, 
with intent to rob the Merchants’ Bank 
at Waterloo, and was sentenced to one 
year in gaol at hard labour. Butler’s 
trial is postponed.

Call.—The Reporter says the congre­
gation of Knox Church, Galt, met on 
Wednesday afternoon lost, and decided 
iô give a call to the Rev. W. H. Rennel- 
son.M.A. The call was made unani­
mous, and it is believed that it will he 
very unanimously signed by members of 
the congregation generally.

A son of E. B. Wood, M. P., attending 
Galt Collegiate Institute, met with a 
serious accident on Monday afternoon.
He was sleigh-riding down the steep hill 
in the neighborhood of the residence of 
James Blain, Esq., and lost control of 
the sleigh and it dashed with tremendous 
force against the corner of a fence. He 
is recovering.

On Saturday night last Mr. Trowérs 
of Exeter, started for London, driving a 
span of good horses. He reached Lon­
don early on Sunday morning, and start­
ed the same day to return. After pretty 
hard driving be reached |dr. Thos. Potts’’ 
hotel early in the evening. On arriving 
he found bis horses to be quite blind.
They were turned loose, and Mr. Potts 
did all he could for them, but they both 
died during the night.—Exeter Times.

Fire in Glenallan.—The shop belong­
ing to Mr. Colver, in Glenallan, caught 
fire recently, and, although strong ef­
forts were made to save it, was totally 
destroyed. The shop was formerly occu­
pied as a cooper’s* shop, and at the time 
of the fire contained a large quantity of 
gram and pork belonging to Mr. Colver, 
which was burned. Origin of the fire 
not known.

Proportion of Licenses.—The Water­
loo Chronicle, in calling for a redaction 
of the number of licenses in the village, 
gives the following comparative state- 
ment of the number of licenses to popu­
lation in the places named :—Brockville, 
population 6,600 ; 86 licenses, or one to 
every 157 persons. Guelph, population 
7,000 ; 19 licenses or one to every 
persons. Galt, population 4,000 ; 10 
licenses, or one to every 400 persons.
Waterloo Village, population 1,640 ; 12 
licenses, or one to every 136 persons.
St. Catherines, population 11,000 ; 45 
licenses, one to every 244 persons.

A Narrow Escape.-t-A farmer named 
Nixon from Peel township had a narrow 
escape m Waterloo Village a day or two 
since. He had a load of shingles on hie 
sleigh and a load of whiskey on his per 
son, atid both together proved to much 
for him. His horses ran away and he 
fell off, striking his cheek and forehead 
against the whiffletree. He was dragged 
along partly under the sleigh and partly 
on the tongue until the horses were 
stopped at Reichert’s Hotel. On being 
pickednp he appeared little the worse for 
his adventure, except that his cheek and 
eye were considerably bruised. Had he 
fallen on the other side of the sleigh he 
would have been inevitably crushed in regard to the Physical Geography 
against a telegraph pole.—Chronicle'. Natural History of the two world

The horses were 
stopped, and the child was found under 
the sleigh, and - Mrs. Maxwell was lying 
insensible on the road. They were 
taken back to the village, when Dr.
Rutherford was at once sent for, who 
found that the tongue had struck her on 
the bridge of the nose, inflicting a severe 
gash across the face,which bled profusely.
The child was not much the worse. The 
wounds were dressed, and she is in a fair 
way of recovery. Neither of the teams 
had bells on,and as there is a law against 
driving horses without bells this matter 
should be looked into.—Tribune.
