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The Pacific Railway.
A despatch just received from 

Lord Carnarvon by the Dominion 
Government respecting the Pacific 
Railway dispute with British Colum­
bia, conveys the views of his Lord- 
ship on what should be done by Can­
ada and accepted by that Province. 
Mr. Mackenzie’s otter by Mr. Edgar 
was that the Dominion Government 
should build immediately the road 
on Vancouver's Island from Esqui­
mau to Mainamo, about sixty miles, 
expend not less than $1,500,000 an­
nually on the mainland for comple­
tion of surveys, and build a telegraph 
across the Continent, as well as con­
struct a passable trail or road on the 
line as fast as located. Some three 
or four months ago overtures were 
made by prominent gentlemen in 
British Columbia to the Dominion 
Government, to ascertain whether 
any modification of these proposals 
would be considered. They were in­
formed that the Government were 
quite prepared to discuss any modi­
fications of a reasonable character. 
The changes then suggested were to 
make an annual expenditure of two 
millions, and fix a remote period for 
the completion of the line from 
Lake Superior to Fort Garry west­
ward. According to the plan of the 
Government, these suggestions Lord 
Carnarvon thinks reasonable, and he 
names 1890 as the date when the 
line should be so far completed, and 
furthermore he approves oj the wis­
dom of the policy of the Dominion 
Government in the meantime to 
utilize communication from Fort 
Garry to the Itocky Mountains.

Mont, of Herkimer’s C’o., New.York, has
proved a successful dairy farmer, and he 
states that on the products of-^ive acres 
of Western corn, he maintained fifty 
cows for seventy days. He plowed up 
green sod on the first of May and culti­
vated it well, after which hè sowed with 
a grain drill, two and a half bushels per 
acre, on the let of June. It grew to a 
height of from six to eight feet. On the 
1st of September he cut it with a strong 
reaper, and then left it to lie a few days 
to dry, after which he tied it up in 
sheaves and then shocked it, putting 
twenty-five or thirty sheaves in a shook, 
then drew it home and fed it out as was 
found necessary. Some feed the green 
corn over the fence, some cart it to the 
pasture Held, and others take it to the 
bam, cut it with a straw cutter and mix 
mill-feed with it. The latter mode is 
considered the most economical.

In connection with my factory the 
past season I had tolerably fair success, 
and therefore intend enlarging next year, 
the farmers in this section finding it to 
theif interest to patronize. The patrons 
were well pleased, and some of them re­
marked to myself that their cows never 
paid so well before, and even on one oc 
casion butter was bought at 25 cents per 
pound, and the milk sent to the factory 
by the patron. My greatest dread in 
starting a factory was that I might, per­
chance employ an inferior cheese-maker 
that would be likely to turn out an in­
ferior article ; but I spared no pains in 
securing a first-class cheese maker, and 
also visited several first-class factories to 
acquire a practical knowledge of it my­
self. One of the chief difficulties we 
hatl to contend with was in not getting 
our milk to the factory at a seasonable 
hour in the morning. To guard agaib 
this difficulty I purpose next season raia-1 
ing the price of milk With a view of in- j 
dueing the patrons to do a little more ! 
by way of rendering it more convenient I 
for the milk-wagon, and trust that the 
concern will p'rove remunerative both to 
them and me.

About a Newspaper.
Some people estimate the ability of a 

newspaper and the talent of its editor by 
the quantity of original matter. It is 
comparatively an easy task for a frothy 
writer to pour out daily a column of 
words—words upon any and all subjects. 
His ideas may flow in one weak, washy, 
everlasting flood, and tho command of 
his language may enable him to string 
thorn up together like bunches of onions, 
and yet his paper may be a meagre ant 
poor concern. Indeed, the mere writing 
part of editing a paper is but a small per- 
tion of the work. The care, tho time 
emi loyedin selecting, is far more im­
portant, and the tact of a good editor is 
bolter shown by his selections than any­
thing else ; and that, we know, is half 
tho battle. But, as we have said, an ed­
itor ought to bo estimated, and his labor 
understood and appreciated, by tho gen­
eral conduct of his paper—its tone, its 
uniform consistent course, its aims, 
manliness, its dignity, and its propriety.
To preserve these as they should bo pre­
served is enough to occupy fully the 
time and attention of any man. If to 
this be added tho general supervision of 
the newspaper establishment, which 
most editors have to encounter, tho won­
der is how they find tho time to write at 
all*—Exchange.
