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Car stairs, July 16.—All crops in 
th* Carst>irs district are making a 
good growth this year, and with favor- 
eble weather during next month the 
yield is bound to be a large one. The 
large number of sunshiny days during 
May and June gave an impetus to the 
crop that will do much toward the 
early ripening in August. Up to the 
first of this month ground has been 
warm, with just the right amount of 
moisture, a condition that was ideal 
for the producing of a bumper yield.

However, so far this month it has 
been the reverse. Héavy rains coming 
nearly every day and accompanied by 
a cold. wave, a rapid development of 
crop is stopped until warmer weather 
comes again This seems to be a 
feature of our climate—it either can­
not rain, or it cannot stop when once 
it gets started. However, all crops 
arP now ahead of whet they were at 
this time laet year, and it is yet much 
too early to say just the effect this 
continued wet spell will have upon 
them, everything depending on the 
state of the weather next month, when 
all grains must do their ripening and 
the hay crop taken care of.

Fall wheat, suffered a great deal 
early this spring, appearing to get 
through the winter in elegant condi­
tion. but in March th» thawing of 
warm days .and freezing up of cold 
nights killed the delicate plants. There 
■is considerable acreage in this staple 
in this district yet which now gives 
promise of a large yield. Most of it. 
is from two to three feet high and all 
headed out, and is only waiting for 
warm weather, when it will come to

The close was heavy at a 
loss of 1 7-8c and 2 to 2 l-8c and 1 -4c 
net.

Corn and oats both finished 5-8c to 
3-4c down. r

Reports were received that one rail­
road alone had started 200 cars of 
new Oklahoma wheat to Chicago.

Kansas City dispatches told of 140 
care which had been headed this way 
last night. In addition, it was said 
that the west and southwest had al­
ready sold 500.000 bushels to arrive 
here later. Nebraska and Kansas 
yields were declared to be making the 
highest estimates, yet issued." and there 
were predictions that receipts next 
week would amount to a flood. .All 
this drew speculators almost unanim­
ously away from the buying side.

Frost damage reported in northwest­
ern wheat fields could not be confirm­
ed here, but for a while such rumors 
together with export sales at Winni­
peg and Baltimore, had a bullish in­
fluence, especially as there was an ad­
vance at Liverpool and advices of un­
favorable crop conditions in Rbssia.

Most of the purchasing on the bulge 
came when shorts were -taking profits.

Last sales of September were 2 1 -8c, 
lower than 24 hour before at 93 7-Sc 
and 94c.

Country offerings of new corn were 
much larger today from Illinois. An­
other source of weakness was a re­
port of rain and cooler weather in 
Oklahoma and southern Kansas, but 
the market rallied temporarily when 
wheat seemed inclined to lead the way. 
September Swung from 66 3-8c to 
67 1 -2c and 67 5-Sc. closing weak 3-4c 
net lower at 66 3-Sc and 66 l-2c. Cash 
grades were only in fair demand.

Oats reached the lowest close on re­
cord this season. Big harvest returns 
had much to do - with the decline, -but 
the course of other cereals also count­
ed. Upper and lower levels for Sep­
tember proved to be 34 1-8-c and 33 1 -Sc 
with the finish 33 1 -4c to* 33 3-8c, a 
decline of l-2c to 5-8c from last night.

Montreal, July 17.—The further ad­
vance in Detroit to 78 ■ 3-4. 'after Clos­
ing yesterday at 71 1-2 and opening 
today at 72 1-2, was viewed as being 
typical of the manipulation which at­
taches itself to the average market. 
The stosk has looked attractive for 
some time, and was no doubt due for 
some attention fon the part of the bull 
operators. Talk of a dividend increase 
went with the advance. The improve­
ment in Rich>lieu has been in pro­
gress for several days, but the best 
that stock could do this morning was 
120.

The balance of trading was next 
door to featureless.

Power sold off from 232 3-4 to 229 
3-4, and settled down at 230 later.
