ANOTHER INTERESTING LETTER.

Iun & letier to his brother Hugh, Vienu,
dated March 26th, Hiram Burgar says :

No doubt you are getting some interesting
pews of the war ahout now. A little
change to what it was when you wrote
Well, you sece, u3 soon
a8 the Canncks got started the Boers knew
it was all up with them. Ia fact, they are
afrail of us, we are such crack shots (s0 a
Cape Town paper says). One thing is cer-
tain, the Boers can pump lead to o finisgh,
They bave the bess of rifles and plenty of
ammunition, but they use those explosive
hullets. Some of our poor lads found out
what they wera,  One especially of our
company, who had the whole back of hig
head blown off. They are most pleasant
things to hear whistling past your head,
about one thousand a second more or less,
I will give you a little instance of the Boers
dirty work on the day we had the scrap
with them.  About ten o’clock at nighg
1 found myself withia a hundred yards of
the first Boer trenches, This was after the
charge, and things had quieted down except
the occasional crash of o mauser from the
Boer sharp shooters, who still held their
position. I heard the cull to rally, so I
started back. I[lad gone only a few yards
when [ heard some one I, of
course went in the direction of the sounds,
and found a Toronto fellow lying on the
ground with five bullet holes through him.
He was nearly exhausted from loss of blood,
He asked me for a drink, so [ gave him my
bottle.  Just then the surgeon of the
hospital cama up, and together we tried to
carcy him out of range of any stray shots,
But no sooner had we started than a storm
of bullets opened on us. So thick and fast
and close were they coming we had to drop
flst on the ground, and crawl away in the
darknese, [ never felt so mean in my life
a3 when I bad to leave the poor fellow there
alone. I atonce told the searching party,
They tried to get him, but were treated in
the same wuy. 80 he was lefs there until
four in the morning, when he was removed
in safety to the Field hospital. Doesn’t
