George Geddes, of St. Thomas open- 
e an interesting discussion on the re­
lations between the light and water 
commissioners and the municipal 
councus. He argued strongly that 
every utility should be self-sustaining 
and should bear all its own legitimate 
charges, and even show a small pro- 
fit, but did not think ordinary con- 
sumers of water should be charged 
sufficient to cover the cost of water 
used for fire protection. He favored 
the metering of all services as the 
only esuitable way of stopping waste. 
In St. Thomas this year they had a 
surplus of $7.000 from the water de­
partment, and it was a question 
whether this was a greater profit to 
make out of the water users.

Ex-Mayor Ellis, of Ottawa, contended 
that the utilities should not be operated 
for the purpose of creating a surplus, 
but there should be reasonable allow- 
ance for depreciation of the plant. He 
pointed out that while most of the de- 
bentures were for a period of thirty 
years the life of an electric plant was 
much nearer fifteen years.

Ottawa’s Reserve.
