London, July 19.—2:26 p.m.—The 

Germans have recaptured a por­
tion of Delville Wood and obtain­
ed a footing in the northern out­
skirts of Longueval, the war office 
announced today.

The announcement follows:
"The enemy's attack last night, 

the beginning of which already has 
been reported, was directed against 
our new positions east of Bazen- 
tin village. Very large German 
reinforcements had been collected 
for this attack. After an intense 
artillery fire the first assault was 
delivered in dense masses at about 
5:30 o’clock in the afternoon. The 
fighting continued all night and 
was particularly violent in Delville 
Wood.

“After suffering very heavy 
losses, the enemy succeeded in re­
capturing Delville Wood, and also 
obtained a footing in the northern 
outskirts of Longueval. The strug­
gle in these areas is still violent.

“Elsewhere the attack, including 
three separate assaults on Water­
lot farm, completely broke down 
under our fire. On the remainder 
of our front there were no events 
of importance."

BRITISH ARMY TH ATTENDANCE OF 700WI[Canadian Press.]
Paris, July 19.—One of the most 

striking episodes of the great 
Somme offensive was the taking of 
the field fort at Biaches and the 
garrison of 113 men by nine French 
soldiers. The fort had resisted 
throughout the artillery bombard­
ment and the infantry attacks had 
been checked by murderous ma­
chine gun fire.

A Lucky Find.
By a lucky chance a French offi­

cer discovered the precious secret 
that the terrible bombardment had 
made the fort vulnerable at one 
point. Selecting a second lieuten­
ant, two sergeants, a corporal and 
four men, he led them on hands 
and knees through the long grass 
to the spot where he knew there 
was a breach in the defences. They 
reached their objective point with­
out the Germans learning of their 
approach.

All Surrendered.
Abruptly three of the French of­

ficers leaped into the work shouting 
in stentorian tones: “Forward with

the bayonet,” and throwing bombs 
which exploded in the dugout. The 
other six daring Frenchmen re­
mained behind, ready to retreat if 
the attempt failed. But the Ger­
mans, taken unawares, had no time 
to get their weapons, and sur­
rendered almost without a show of 
fight. When one of their number 
fell, shot by a revolver fired point 
blank by the commanding French 
officer, the Germans, 113 in all, 
came out of their shelters and 
threw up their hands, the French 
assert.

The three French captors now 
began to feel nervous, as they saw 
no reason why the Germans should 
not fall upon and exterminate them.

HAS EVER HAD Freedom of City Accorded Vis iting Brethren by Mayor— 
Grand Master Luke in Annual Address Refers to Abso­

lute Need of Preparedness Throughout Empire.Declares Sir Douglas Haig in 
Letter to the Labor 

Convention. The 61st session of the Grand Lodge 
of Canada in the Province of Ontario 
opened this morning at the Masonic 
Temple with M. Wor. Bro. Sydney A. 
Luke, Ottawa, presiding. The attend­
ance is large, and at noon nearly 700 
delegates had registered.

The meeting opened promptly at 10 
o’clock, standard time, the grand lodge 
efficers parading from the upper rooms 
to the auditorium. After the custom- 
ary ritual had been followed, the grand 
master read his annual address. He 
referred to the pleasure he felt in com­
ing to London. It was seven years 
since the grand lodge had met in Lon­
don, and all remembered the hospitality 
of Londoners on that occasion. He gave 
a short history of London and its en- 
virons.

He dealt with the war at some length. 
As Masons all were convinced that 
right and truth must prevail, and that 
the Allies, who were fighting for great 
principles, would win. Canadians had 
known little or nothing of war, but 
when the call came the response of 
Canada was so prompt and certain that 
there was no question as to where 
the Dominion of Canada stood. Two 
great lessons were certain to result 
from the war. One was "preparedness" 
and the organic union of the British 
Empire. It should be a united empire 
in the future. Peace can only be main­
tained by being prepared for any 
eventuality, and keep the peace by force 
if necessary.

Began War With Lie.
“Germany began the war with a lie, 

has continued her falsehoods, until at 
the present time no nation will believe 
her spoken word or written bond," he 
declared amid applause.

"Many of our brethren, and sons of 
brethren, are now in the trenches,” he 
continued. “Many more have rallied to 
the colors, preparing to go overseas, 
and I had hoped until a short time ago 
to present a list of their names; but 
many lodges, perhaps 150, have not re­
turned enlistments to the grand secre­
tary, and also because enlistment is 
daily taking place it has been decided 
to defer publishing such a list until 
after the war is over.

"It is a satisfaction to know that the 
situation daily grows brighter for the 
Allies. It is still serious, however; so 
serious that our heart goes out in sym­
pathy to all who have relatives in the 
war zone. We pray that the protecting 
care of the Grand Architect of the uni­
verse will be about and over them, and 
that they may return in safety to their 
homes. But, while one can express hope 
and fraternal good wishes for those in 
danger, what can be said that will in 
any sense comfort those already be­
reaved? The words which come—which 
I am capable of writing down, but very 
inadequately express what one feels. 
Two of our past grand masters-—M. W.

I Bro. Malone and M. W. Bro. Gibson- 
have lost sons on the battlefield. No 
two men command greater respect in 
this grand lodge, and I tender to them, 
and any of our brethren who mourn, 
the universal regret of the craft of | 
Ontario.”

The grand master made mention of 
some of the prominent members of the 
order in Ontario who had died during 
the year, R. Wor. Bro. Merriman of 
Niagara district being particularly men­
tioned. He also refered to the death 
in Ireland of Dr. Chetwoode Crawley, 
one of the most influential members of 
the order in Ireland, and grand his­
torian of the grand lodge of that coun­
try.
