Rev.  John McMillan, Pioneer
Pastor, Overcomes Many
: A:‘Diﬁc‘ulties.

The  early.-history ' of Wardsville
congregation is more or less obscure.
For a’'time .octasional -services weré
held in* the:locality. Then, when
Rev. Duncan  McMillan took charge
of the'work-at‘New Glasgow, in 1847,
he seems.t{a have .begun - a regular
monthly. service at- Wardsville. The
services were at this time held -in a
log schddlhouse, but such good prog-
ress was' made at this point that in
1852 a' church was built to give the
needed ‘accomimodation. This church
is still in use. -

In 1854 Mr. McMillan began a
monthly service in East or Northeast
Aldboro -: (now “Argyle Church,
Crinan), and here also such good
progréss; was made that in 1860 a
movement was begun for union with
Wardsville to form a self-sustaining
pastoral charge. - It seems: probable
that Mr. Neil McKinnon was doing
work among them as a missionary
at this .time, and when the union
took effect he. was promptly called to
be their minister. -The date of his
settlement is given as 21st Feb., 1861.
and we are told that Rev. John Mc-
Millan of Fingal and Rev. Arch. Mc-
Diarmid of Wallacetown took part
in his ordination and induction.

There follows apparently a slight
confusion as to dates. His report

ment Mr. McKinnon took steps to
organize the congregation (at Crinan)
Lby election of elders, and names Peter
Johnston, Farquhar McRae and Gil-
bert Stalker as the first elders. The
other tells us of “assessors appoint-
ed by presbytery to form a kirk ses-
sion of Wardsville and Northeast
Aldboro,” gives the date 18th June,
1861, and names Peter Johnston (East
Aldboro), Robert Adair and Robert
Calderwood (Wardsville) as the
members of" session.

No records are
available from 1871 to 187p. -

Rev. James Donaldson was jndyct-
ed 19th Aug., 1876. Within two years
presbytery had to deal with him con-
cerning a letter to Rev. Mr. Chiniquy,
which they regarded as not only seri-
ously wronging Mr. Chiniquy, but
also casting discredit upon the pres-
bytery. - Within another year the con-
gregation petitioned to be relieved of
his services. The pastorate ended
October, 1878, but he continued’ to
occupy the manse until the presby-
tery again interposed.

Effort Unsuccessful.

Rev. A. Beamer 'was _their next
minister, inducted 24th Feb., . 1880.
Work progressed favorably under his
care, but in October, 1884, he was
called to Walkerton. Dufing his pas-
torate an effort was made. to
strengthen the charge by adding a
station under the -care of.Chatham
presbyterf, but the effort -was not
successfu

Mr. Beamer was succeeded by the
Rev. J. B. Hamilton, M.A., ‘inducted
6th Jan., 1886. It was while he was
with them that the manse was burned
down. Apart from this his torate
of between seven and eig years
was prosperous and harmonioys, and
it was with much reluctance the
presbytery accepted his resi, tion,
which took effect 1st June, 1893,

Soon after this a difference arose
as to whether the new manse should
be at Wardsville or Newbury. As
was natural, Wardsville keenly de-
sired to retain it, and still more keen-
ly desired to continue as the central
station of the charge instead of be-
coming the out-station. But New-
bury village was growing, and . the
railway station was there, and though
the congregation ;was not yet fully
organized the presbytery, after pa-
tient and careful consideration, de-

ganized as a-distinct congregation in
connection with Wardsville, and that

esced. .

Mr. Hamilton was succeeded by
Rev. Alex. Wilson, inducted 5th Dec.,
1894. For some years things went
well with both pastor and people.
But at length the old financial bur-
den which had so often. hampered
them again ‘began to press heavily.
Bravely they met the first shortage
by a fifteen per cent increase in con-
tributions. But the second time it
became overshadowed by a differ-
ence between minister and some
office-bearers, and good Jprogress was
impossible while this continued. The
presbytery dealt long and patiently
with the matter, and at length an
agreement was thought to have been
reached. But harmonious co-oper-
ation failed to eventuate, and in the
end Mr. Wilson tendered his resig-
nation, which was accepted, to take
effect 16th Feb., 1902.

He was succeeded by Rev. S. D.
Jamieson, who was inducted at New-
bury, 28th Oct., 1902. So far as rec-
ords indicate, work has gone forward
peacefully and prosperously since
that date. After a pastorate of up-
wards of seven years, Mr. Jamieson
accepted a call to Thornbury, and
f:lltl)’“ became vacant on 21st Feb.,
