MEXICAN NEWS.

Nzw York, December 27.—A New Or-
leans letter in the Herald contains later in-
telligence from. Mexico. . A French division
of troops had been' outflanked after leaving
the City of Mexico, on an expedition, and
were retreating back to tbe city.

Information has been received at the State
Department, to the effeet: that -orders had
been sent by the Imperial Government of
France to the Commander-in Chief of the
French naval forces in the Pacific ecean, to

lacein a state of blockade the ports of Ssn
Blas and Acapulco.  But through a spirit of
liberality on the part of the Emperor of the
French, he has decided that American pack-
ets which constitute the line between Panama
and San Francisco: shall continue to enjoy
the privilege of touching at. .Acapuleo, in
order to renew their stock of coal which they

Particulars of the Capture of the Chesa~
peake.
[From the Bulletin.]

The Eastern' papers received by Overland
Mail reach to the 11th Décember. They are
fall'of thé Chesapeake affuir, an 'account ‘of
which was telegraphied” to the Bulletin at the
time of its occurrence.’ Says'a New York
paper of.Dec. 11th: . '

The eapture of the Chasapeake continues
to be the fprincipal topic of ‘town talk. In the
opinion of some of" the parties' who have in—
vestigated this question, the piratesare rebels
and blockade runners who have escaped from
the vonsequences of their acts by claiming
exemption as aliens, and “that they .were
armed, equipped and furnished with supplies
by certain Copperheads ‘in this city and vi-
einity ; others suppose “that’ Morgan, the
guerrilla chief, and some of the members ef
his staff, who'recently ‘escaped from  prisen,
are the villaing’ ‘who! have ‘committed this:
crime of piracy ‘and murder ; others say
they have no deubt that the men who are
guilty of this great ontrage are.a part of the
force raised-in Canada for the purposeof res—
cuing the rebel officers on Johnson’s 1sland,
It is a fact that New York swarms with
spies, traitors, rebels and blockade runners,
They have their places of rendezvous. The
have signs by which they recognize eac
other. They haye a fund to which they - re-
gort tor peeuniary relief. They have aggnts
who send supplies from this city to the rebels
in arms. Goods are shipped to Californis,

| intercepted at Aspinwall, and sect in that

roundabout way to the Confederate armies,
The last steamer that sailed for Oalifornia
carried out a couple of cart loads of spesie,
and great quantities of provisions, beoked
for the land of gold, but, in the jndgment of
our informant, designed for the rebels. Ves-
gel has followed vessel from this port laden
with arms and stores for the rebels.

The St. John (N. B.) Evening Globe gives
the following, connected with the capture of
the Chesapeake :— .

The scheme was matured here by Confed-
erate agents. Meetings were held, and the
passage money of parties to make the seizure
was paid through to New York. They were
promised, $500 each. on the steamer being
safely taken into Wilmington. It was also
arranged that at a certain store ia New
York each of the parties was to eall at differ-
ent times for a parcel containing a revolver,
ammunition and a pair of handcuffs. It is
believed that the cargo was shipped by Con-
federate agents, was valuable to the South,
and that it was arranged that she should be
geized on this particular trip.

The manager of the plot represented that
the Chesapeake had been taken while attempt-
ing to run the blockade, and this was a harm-
less .effort to get back  Southern property.
We have the names of five of the parties en—
gaged in the seizure. They belong to this
city and left here with Captain Braine. They
are of the worst specimens of humanity, de-
nominated ¢ roughs.” One of them was just
out of the penitentiary, They all went from
here by the steamer New England, on the
3rd, to Boston. The Chesapeake did not coal
here. She called off the harbor, and took on
board Captain Packer, formerly of the priva-
teer Retribution, who ook command. Capt.
Miller and the passengers and crow were
provided for by the steamer New England
to-day.

Pubnico, the harbor in which the Chesa-
peake was said to have taken refuge, is situ-
ated on the western coast of Nova Scotia,
about 15 miles east of the town of Yarmouth
and 60 miles west of Halifax, and is in about
latitude 43.40, longitude 66. It isin the
county of Yarmouth, and is one of the numer~
oussmall harbors that indent that portion of
the coast. The settlement or village is small,
mostly composed of fishermen and Acadian
French. It has no eustom-house, it not being
a free port. Supplies in abundance could be
obtained from; Y armouth, which is a large
and flourishing town.
