i The finquest into the lamentable acci-
dent which took place at the Arcade on
)Saturday afternoon, which resulted in
fthe death of Geo. E. G. Browmne, was
opened at the Police court yesterda
lafternoon by Coroner Hart. The fol-
Jowing jury. was empanneled: Joseph
‘Wilson (foreman), R. A. Brown, John
Maylor, Samuel Reid, J. N. Fullarton
and John 'W. ‘Speed. Having viewed
the body of the deceased, the jury, ac-
‘companied by the coroner, visited the
scene of the accident and spent some
time in investigating the workings of
the elevator and the automatic doors.
i returning to the court room, the
levidence of the various witnesses ‘was
taken.

{ Dr. F. Hall was the first witness, and
deposed to being called. at about 1
o’clock Saturday aftermoon to Spencer’s
jArcade, and found deceased ‘lying dead
at the bottom of the elevator shaft. He
lexamined the body and found the.neck

In n:.swer to Mr. Moresby, Mr. Spen-
icer said that all the employees were not
allowed to use the elevator. Deceased
fin the ordinary course of his duties
twould make use of the elevator in go-
ing up or down with furniture. There
lwas a proper person to.run the elevator,
and if employees wished te‘go from one
floor to another, there was a passenger
elevator handy in the centre of the
store, and which could be signalled for.
{Coroner Hart then went over the evi-
dence, which he thought was very clear.
e jury were merely to decide how
deceased had come to his death, and it
megligence were deemed to be manifest,
ithey were to apportion the blame. As
Ifar as this particular elevator was con-
jcerned, he thought that it was much
'safer than many others in this town,
‘some of which had absolutely -no pro-
ftection. ; |
The jury then retired to consider their
werdict. After an absence of ten min-
lutes they returned, and handed in a
verdict of accidental death, and that no
blame could be attached to any ene.

. The inguest into the death of Samuel

Banner was held yesterday morning be-
fore Coroner Dr. Hart, and a verdict of '

acidental death was returned, imputing
no blame to the B. C. Electric Railway
Company or to Motorneer Davidson., The
evidence showed that on January 31
the decased was crossing Fort street
at Cook, when he was struck by a ecar,
sustaining injuries as a result of which

* 'William Brunell, an employee of the
IArcade, was next called. On Saturday |
last he was engaged in running the!
elevator. Between 1 and 2 o’clock he
was proceeding to the top storey with
ithe elevator, and when passing the
tthird storey he heard a shout and turn-
ing his head, he noticed the gate hit Mr.
[Browne’s head, who immediately dis-
appeared. He immediately stopped
a few feet above the floor. He did not
Jknow how Mr. Browne got there, but
bhe (witness) actually saw the gate
strike him. Browne was stooping down
‘when he was struck on the back of the
head. If he wanted to get on the ele-
wvator he should have called. There ‘was
no other way of signalling to stop.
‘Browne wore glasses, as if short-sight-
ed. The first intimation 'witness had of
anything wrong was when he heard the |
ry.

Un answer to Mr. Moresby, witness
said that he was about a foot above|
‘the floor when he heard the shout, and
was about three feet above when the
‘elevator stopped. "There is a block of |
lwood under the door ‘at present, which |
fprevents the door closing entirely.

he died three weeks later. The evi-'
dence showed that the motorneer see-
ing Banner walking toward the track,
thought he wanted to hoard the . car,
ond ringing his bell and giving the cus-
tomary signals, he slowed down, but
when the car was about six feet from
him, Banner stepped on the track, and
although the bell was loudly rung, and
the passengers on the front. platform
shouted nwarnings, the deceased did mnot
seem to hear—and the car struck him.
Davidson, the car driver, in his evi-
dence, said that he first observed Ban-
ner as he left the small store on the
corner of Cook and Fort streets and
walked toward the track, the car, wh.lch
was going down hill toward the cityy
being ahout 70 or 80 yards from h}m.
Banner’s action gave witness the im-
pression that he -wished to board the‘
car, and witness slowed down his car.!
Banner checked himself as he neared
the track, and then 'when the car was
about six feet away he stepped on tha
track, and the car, then' moving at the
vate of three or four ‘miles an hour,
struck him, and was stopped when it
had gone about its own length. Banner
twas struck by the North side of the
westibule. Witness rang the bell loud-
ly as he came down the hill, before he
saw Banner. He did not think Banner
looked at the car—and ‘was positive heI
did not signal the car to stop. !

The "ele-
tvator had been put in under his super-
wision. The elevator was what was
known as the direct electric, and runs
at a uniform speed, no matter how much
of the current is turned on. It is pro-
tected by automatic gates, and
has the most modern and up-
to-date of appliances for a freight
elevator. The gate rises ‘when the
car is six and a half feet from the
shaft. There is a 10-foot space fenced
off all around the shaft, so that chil-
dren could not get near the gates. This
space was for the use of workmen
handling freight.
' In answer to Mr. Reid, Mr. Hooper
said that at any time the pieces of
‘wood which now stopped the descend-
ing gates would be removed and rubber
bumpers of a similar height to the pieces
of wood would be inserted. In order to
lower the gates more than at present it
‘Would be necessary to alter the size of
the wheel. The elevator was made by
Fensome & Co., and was patented. It
'was impossible for any man, even a
small one, to get under one of these
automatic gates without great incon-
venience. He could not say with what
force one of these gates descended, as
it was held by a rope and could only
come down with the eame speed with
which the elevator was going up. There
lwere yet permanent partitions to be
fbuilt around three sides of the shaft,
ut the gates were now completed as
they were.

Berlin, Feb. 16.—The chancellor sent
to the Reichstag today a memorandum
on tuberculosis treatment. ©Out of 10,-
000 deaths in Germany of persons be-
tween the ages of 13 and 16, 316 die
from tuberculosis. The mortality of the
whole population averaged 242 per
1,000 a year. The' health office found
that consumption can best be treated in
special hospitals. The statistics of 1896
to 1901 showed that on the average, out
of a hundred cases treated, 87.5 were
vdismissed as cured o: improved, 8.8 as
no berter, 3.1 as worse, and that 9.4
died.

GENTLEMEN—

In response to the solicitation of a large
number of electors in all parts of this
District, I beg to announce myself a candi-
date in the pending bye-election.

I shall take an early opportunity of meet-
ing you and laying before you fully my
views upon the different public questions
at issue in Provincial politics. In the
meantime, as an indication of my position,
I may briefly state that I recognize the
prime importance of having greater railway
facilities in this Province and will, accord-
ingly, do all in my power to assist in the
immediate construction of nrailways. The
assistance, however, that is given by the
Provinee must be in such form as not to in-
crease taxation, while it must be accom-
panied by such conditions as will make the
railway when built apd operated, a real
benefit to the country; in other words, the
‘Government must retain sufficient control
of the railway and property of the rallway
company as to prevent any more of such
railway monopolies as we now, unfortu-
nately, suffer from.

As regards our great mining industry, I
consider the Government can do much to
restore confidence in the investing public
and to that end will insist upon the Gov-
ernment repealing the two per cent. mining
tax and issuing Crown Grants for hydraulic
properties.

. The question of immigration is also most
important, and should receive careful at-
tention. While tens of thousands of people
are pouring into the Northwest Territories

» annually, it is a reflection upon the cond*-

tions in this Province that our immigration
is so small. This is especially so when we
consider the enormous wealth of our Prov-
irce and ‘the natural ‘inducements of ecli-
mate, soil, timber and mines. I am thor-
oughly in accord with the proposition which
has been suggested by Premier Prior: to
Lave a thorough exploratory survey made
of the Province, so that we will be in a
Pesition to accord intending settlers the
fullest information as to where they can
best locate. While immigration, however,
should thus be eéncouraged, it is also most
desirable that due attention be pald to the
r:lnss of immigrants. More particularly is
it imperative that Asiatics should be pro-
hibited our coutnry. I shall use every ef-
fort to prevent the immigration and limit
the employment of this class.

The appropriations accorded this large
and important District in past vears, for
roads, bridgzes and publice buildings, have
20t been adequate to the.needs of the Dis-
trict, and T intend to nrze that the present
necessities of the District in these matters
be attended to at once.

In conclusion. T beg to say that T consid-
er the ahove objects can be most promptly
and surely attained at the hands of the
nresent Government, and accordingly T in-
tend to support it as far as is consistent
\\'fh.r'rmm]orr‘ loyalty to the above views.
