David Champoux, mill owner at 

Campbellton, handles pulpwood. He 
has 650 square miles of limits in 
Quebec, 60 square miles in New Bruns 
wick and three miles in Quebec cut- 
ting about 85,000,000 feet of lumber. 
His markets were Great Britain, the 
United States, South America and 
Canada about 50 per cent usually 
going to the United States, which was 
the steadiest market, he said. 1
