Lord Carlingford (Liberal), who, as Chi-q

chester Fortescue, was twice chief secretary

STEEL RAILS.

Judge Cameron was employed yesterday
in the hearing of an important case, arising
out of the purchase of a large quantity of
steel rails—not the rails so. celebrated in
connection with the late Reform adminis-
tration. The plaintiffs are Page, Newell &
Co. of Boston, and are represented by
Bethane, Q.C. and Hector Cameron, Q.C.
The defendant is John Proctor of Hamilton,
and his counsel are Robinson, Q. C., Mec-
Carthy, Q.C. and Alexander Bruce, of
Hamilton. . Plaintiffs purchased of defen-
dants 4000 tons of steel rails and paid them
the price, £18,000. Afterwardsthey com-
plained of the quality of the rails, saying
that they were ‘“ special Sanbury ” instead
of *“ ordinary section.” The case hinges
on the question of what kind of rails were
really ordered ; and the damages claimed
are $20,000, the difference between the
above price and the amount for which the
plaintiffs af‘erwards sold the rails, The
case will be continued to-day.

He was an
Englishman by birth, and had but few rela-
tives in this country. He was & young man
regarded as of quiet habits,and was married,
living with his wife and infant child in York-
ville.  So far so good. But what follows is
of a very different nature.

Mr. Cooper did not put in an appearence
at the warehouse Monday morning, Enquiry
at his home elicted the fact that he had left
there for the ostensible purpose of going
4o work. He could not be found.
No one could tell where he had gene. Mr.
Carrier looked into his books but found no
defalcation ; in fact, the missing bopk-
keeper had no opportunity to misappropriate
funds of the tirm. ~So his disappearance
was therefore a mystery to them and others
who knew him well. But by and bye itwrs
whispered about that Cooper had committed
a forgery, making an uncle at Cannington
his vietim. ~Mr. Taylor,. the unele in
question, came to Toronto Monday. A
gentleman who met him told The World
yesterday that Cooper used his uncle’s
name on notes to the extent of 81400 and
got rid of them at a heavy discount. Ex-
Ald. Turnerand Mr. John Lambe were said
to have disconnted the notes, so
that they will Iil:ﬁb.bly come in
for the /loss. e World tried
to see these gentlemen' yesterday. Mr.
Lambe could not be found, and Mr. Turner
would not talk on the matter. He said
“ come again.” There appears to be' no
doubt about the forgery, but it is difficult
to get full particulars. e

With the exception of his victims no one
seems to be sorry at Cooper’s sudden de-
parture. A gentleman said that Mrs. Cooper
was in delicate health and troubled with
infirmities, apd that the disappearance of
her husband was probably the least of her
troubles. Itmay be inferred from this that
they did not live happily together. Cooper
left his wife and child penniless, but’ they
will be well taken - care of - by her friends,
who live in the neighborhood.

The
nature of the assistance we would entrea$
of you will be apparent when I tell you that
the custom house authorities at this port
have confiscated the works of Paine and
Voltaire on the ground of their ¢‘ blasphemy
and indecency.” No more outrageous
thing has ever happened in this
country, and the people, or at
least, a very large section of the people,
are justly indignant. But their indignation
avails little as the act of the collector of
customs has been ferociously defended by
the chief organ of the government, and
the clergy have also spoken out in unmis-
takable terms on the side of injustice.

81g,~—Perhaps there is no way in which
we can:see more clearly the rectitude or
obliquity of : principles than by running
them out to extremes, Work out thus the
principle on which the custom house cen-
sorship of literature is based, and we find it
leads directly to ‘‘paternal government,”
household ‘‘inquisition,” and a union of
church and state in a full-armed hierarchy
similar to that of the darkened middle ages
—a hierarchy in which the church shall
direct and use the strong arm of the law
as an aid to proselytism. There is neither
an intelligent Protestant nor Catholic in
this city probably who could conscientiously
urge the application of the principle in-
volved so far. The argument used is in-
tended only to be illustrative of the princi-
pie. - In this new age of enlightenment on
which we have entered all sectarians feel
instinctively that neither reason nor faith
can be forced, but must be led by superior
or more enlightened reason or faith, ~False
reasonings and spurious faith may be met
and conquered by the true, but physical
force is powerless to subdue. The expe-
rience of by-gone ages, as recorded in his-
tory, attests that fact. =~ Were it possible
to-save and regenerate humanity with a
club, or by torture, the middle ages would
have done it.

It may seem presumptuous for one who
has never read. a page of Paine’s or Vel-
taire’s writings to pronounce any opinion,

‘and yet it goes without saying that in'an

age when current literature was full of
eoarse illustrations, and éirrent ideas and
conversation were far from ‘being ultra-
refined, one cannot expect writers, such as
Voltaire and Paine, who could appeal to
the people at large, to couch their appeal
in any other than popular metaphor. Fur-
ther, suppose the impurity were e

and only the reasoning remained, would
those @~ who at ' present uphold
the customs authorities im their action
petition at once to have such action re-
versed ? Let them answer ; and the * true
inwardness ' of much that has been said
will become apparent.

Further, when an age of reason has come,
as is now the case, the ‘‘age of reason”
ought to be, and is, literally: powerless to
hurt, if men of intelligence will let in upon
it the light in which they rejoice. Mere-
ly . materialistic science or -philosophy is ut-
terly powerless to hurt, if the spiritual
meaning of the divine word is permitted
to shed its. light and life upon these dark
places of the ‘‘earth,” or sensual nature, in
man. This spiritual meaning is now so
broadly unfolded, and so well known, that
it needs only the occasion to arrive to have
its light poured forth upon the puerilities
of bygone ages of sensual reasonings.

But if I, or others, desire to read Paine’s
or Voltaire’s works with such an aim in
view, are we to be forced to obtain an act
of parliament to emable us to acquire a
copy ? Is it not plain that intellectual
liberty must be left unrestricted—must be

rmitted full freedom—if men are to be
ed"out of error into truth—*‘if evil is to
be ‘overcome with good.” - The, no ' dounbt,
sincere clergymen who uphold the action
of the customs authorities in this mattér
will jlive to see the 'error of their ways,
and, I hope, to ir somewhat the
damage they have thus done to the cause

Celetrating the Surrender ef Lord Cornwallis—
Description of the Sleepy Little Town.

YorkTowN, Oct. 18.— Distinguished
guests began to arrive at Lafayette hall at
11 o’clock. Among them were the gover-
nors of New York, Maryland, Virginia,
Michigan, Delaware, North Carolina, Ten-
nessee, Rhode Island and Vermont, Vice-
President David Davix, Alex. H. Stuart of
Virginia, George F. Hoar, Rev. J. P. New-
man, Senator Bayard and many others. A
few minutes before the president arrived
Gen. Hancock paid his respects to the gov-
ernor of Virginia, He was heartily re-
ceived. At 12.40 the president, accom-
panied by Secretaries Lincoln, Hunt and
James, was escorted to the stand amid
the cheers of the crowd. The ceremonies
were opened with prayer by Rev. Robert
Nelson, a grandson of Governor Nelson,
who commanded the Virginia military at
Yorktown. Governor Halliday of Virginia
then delivered an address of welcome. The
masonic procession, under the direction of the
grand master, and including visiting breth-
ren, thenproceeded to the monument site and
laid the corner stone. Judge Wellford of
Virginia, masonic orator, then made an
eloquent address, at the conclusion of which
the ceremonies’ ended. ' In the evening a
grand display of fireworks was made and
the warships in the harbor were beautifully
illuminated.

CHICcAGo, Oct. 18.—Rainfall over the
northwest very heavy. Trouble from high
‘water seems to be increasing. At Quincy,
IlL, a breaking of the levee is again immi-
nent, the water being as high as it was
llast June. The weak spotsare being re-
paired.

KEOKUK, Iowa, Oct. 18.—The Mississip-
pi continues to rise. At ‘10 a.m. the water
was two inches above the great rise last
spring, which caused immense damage in
this vicinity. At Alexandra, five miles be-
low, the water is breaking up over the
prairie. There are prospects of the town
bein inundated. The railroad shops and
lumber yards in the southern part of the
city are completely surrounded and opera-
tions are suspended. It is feared the river
will rise at least another foot, and a very
disastrous flood follow.

HOLY TRINITY CHURCH.

IMPORTANT MEETING OF THE VES-
TRY LAST NIGHT.
Fooeelacis i
The Ohurch Wardens Oannot Resign—And Re-
solve to do the Best They Can Under the Oir-
cumstances—The Rev. Mr. Pearson Defines
His Position.

A meeting of the vestry of Trinity
church was held last night for the purpose
of receiving the report of the committee
appointed to examine the' legal aspect of
the churchwardens resignation. The Rev.
John Pearson occupied the chair.

After some delay the report was present-
ed. Two of the committee, Messrs. Holmes-
tead and Wood, gaveit as their opinion that
according to the English law the church-
wardens had no power to rcsign, and if
they proved contumacious could be punish-
ed by imprisonment for their refusal. Even
if they could resign, they had, according to
the law in Ontario, no power to elect suec-
cessols, except at the Easter vestry meeting.
Messrs. Worrell and Beck concurred in this
opinion, with some reservations. The re-
port also suggested that the churchwardens
should appoint deputies.

Mr. Holmestead said he supposed the
churchwardens would obey. Mr. Brown
said for his part he would not obey until
he was compelled to. He then entered in-
to a statement of the finances of the
church by which it appeared that there was a
deficit of $300, and«the curate fund had .de-
creased from $700 to $100. If the law com-
pelled them he supposed they could hold office
by deputy as suggested, but they certainly
would not be justified in incurring one dollar
of debt until they had paid off all they owed.
Mr. Taylor said if',the law said they must
remain in office he supposed they must do
so. At the same' time there were serious
difficulties with regard to funds, and he did
not think he and his colleagues should be
subjected to a labor which was never con-
templated—that of raising money under
great difficulties from a congregation who
did not seem disposed to give dt. He
thought it was the duty of the congre-
tion if they continued in office to
supply them with money to -carry
on the necessities  of the church.
He was not going to run the church on
credit, and they must have the money in
hand before incurring -any expenditure.
After a long discussion the churchwardens
consented to act personally.

Mr. Pearson then asked leave to speak.
He thought the time had come for him to
say a few words. It was absurd for him to
pretend not to know that a great deal of
what had been said that night, as to the
decrease in the funds of the churchhad
been directed at him. He would sayin
reference to that, that the falling off was
during the summer, before the responsi-
bility, a responsibility he had never sought
for, had been thrown on his shounlders.
Referring to the commencement of his con-
nection with the parish, he said he had
been approached by the rector more than
six am? a half years ago through the inter-
vantion of friends of both parties, and had
bpen invited = to come here. Letters
had passed between them in which
the rector said he was anxious that nothing
should be done t6 exctté ill fedling and con-
tinue the ruin which he said begun in
the church and added, “ I hope you have
no sympathy with extreme ritualism” to
which K{r. Eearson had replied that he had
no sympathy with fitualism, that his prin-
ciples were that of the ¢hurch of England,
and that above all he would never be a
party to introducing ceremonies belonging
to the church of Rome. On that under-
standing he had come to this parish. He
had further been told that the parish had
been wrecked and ruined by the conduct of
certain young men in connection with the
mission chapel. He came there with a clear
and distinct line of duty—from that line he
had never swerved and by God’s grace he
never would. Since his coming he had
never ceased privately to protest against
changes made in one direction, which
changes it had been his lot to have to undo.
While protesting privately he had held his
peace and up to a few months ago there was
only ome personin the parish who knew of
it from him (the speaker). He was willing
to shoumlder the responsibility of what they
called changes, which were in reality a re-
verting to the order prescribed by the
prayer book. . His friends the church-
wardens, for whom he entertained the high-
est opinion, need be under no apprehension
on his account-if his friends did not come
in. The priestly office was not gauged by
dollars and cents. He was thankful for
their generosity in the past; but whether
or not he received the same kind consider-
ation at their hands in the future he would
do his duty ; he would stay there and do
it even if he had to go and hire himself in a
merchant’s office. Funds might fall short ;
he would not fall short in his duty. There
might be a, deficit next Faster; there
would be no deficitin the work of the priest.
He wished them to understadd that he had
not changed in his views since he came-
there ; he wished the whole vestry to know
the condition. on which he had joined
hands with the incumbent. He had spoken
those words in all kindness, They did
not know what it had cost him
to go through the last few months, in
finding himself brought into conflict with
those whom he loved and respected, and
for whom, ifit were necessary, he would lay
down his life. What he had done he
begged them to believe he had done with a
clear conscience, and from devotion to duty
and the church of which he was a priest.
{Applause.)

Before this address it had been suggested
that alsubscription list should be open to
recover the degcit already mentioned. This
was now proceeded with, and before the
mecting closed something over $175 was
subscribed. After considerable skirmish-
ing it was decided that the various financial
committees should be stirred up and co-
operate with the churchwardens in raising
funds. After a few more remarks from the
rector, the meeting adjourned,
