No one who is versed in such matters
has ever questioned the financial credit of
the oity of Toronto, yet it is a fact that
through mismanagement or otherwise hey

debentures are put on the market ata
much lower prios than they should be,
This subject engaged flie attention of the
oity exeoutive commiféee yesterday after
noon. Ald. Defoe, the chairman, said
there was no reason why the city deben-
tures should not command as high a price
as the dominion securities, which were
generally disposed of st par or at a
premium, Ald. Pepler hinted that our
debentures were never put on the market
in a proper shape. Ald. Elliott avowed
the reason to be that as our debt increased
money lenders were not so easily induoed
to pay good prices for our securities. Ald.
Defoe maintained that the credit of the
city was a8 sound as it ever was. A com-
mittee consisting of Ald.
