The various boards of health, snd
their inspectors ia Michigan and Maine
who sre charged with the oversight of
Grand Trunk trains and passengers enter—
ing those sta es from Canada declare that
the road has taken every possible precau-
tion, Mr. Hickson and bhis chiefs &re
giving their personal attention to the
matter, and they are leaving nothing
unidone so far as the railway is concerned,
to prevent the spread of the disease.
