London, April 15.—A despatch from 
Rome says a series of note* have passed be­
tween Mr. Blaine, the American Secretary 
of State, and Marquis Imperial!, Italian 
charge d'affaires at Washington, resulting 
in a settlement of the difference» between 
Italy and the United States growing out of 
the lynching of the Italian* at New 
Orleans. According to this despatch the 
Marquis Imperial! has advised ■ the 
Italien Government that he has re­
ceived from the United States Gov­
ernment the sura of 825,000 for the fam­
ilies of the victims. Tills money, the mar­
quis adds, was accompanied by a note from 
Secretary Blaine in which he declared that, 
although the wrong was not committed 
directly by the United States, the latter 

helese feels it its solemn duty in the 
premises. The note adds that Mr. Blaine 
declares that he feels great pleasure that 
the national Government should pay to 
Italy a satisfactory indemnity. In con­
sequence of these instructions given to Mr. 
Blaine by President Harrison, the latter 
hopes that the arrangement will end the 
unfortunate incident, that the former good 
relations between the two countries will be 
firmly re-established, and that nothing in 
the future will occur to disturb such rela­
tions.

In his note in reply to Mr. Blaine’s com­
munication, the Marquis Imperial! says 
that Italy had already, with pleasure, 
noted the terms in which President Har­
rison referred to'the matter in bis message 
at the opening of progress. The Marquis 
further says that Italy considers the indem­
nity sufficient without prejudice to any 
actions at law that may be brought by the 
aggrieved parties. He also expresses the 
hope that the payment of tbe indemnity 
will result in the happy re-establishment of 
relations between the two Governments.

The Quebec Lottery Epidémie.
Montreal,"April 15.—Mr. Atwater has 

received instructions from Hon. Mr. Cas- 
grain, Attorney-General, to proceed at once 
against all the lotteries in Montreal with 
the exception of the Province of Quebec 
Lottery, the legality of the last-named 
being under consideration. Mr. Atwater 
has taken no steps so far, but will proceed 
without further delay. It appears that 
even the scholars in the public schools are 
running lotteries on their own account and 
making money out of their fellow-play­
mates. A gentleman stated that he had 
discovered that his little son, a mere lad, 
and a pupil at one of our public schools, Was 
running a remunerative lottery. He sold 75 
tickets at a cent apiece and gave 10 prizes, 
ranging from one to 10 cents. When the 
prizes were uti distributed the promoter of 
the schoolboys’ lottery, as it mffctit “be call-, 
ed, was just 20 cents in pocket. Still an­
other lottery has* been organized in tbe city. 
The manager gives his name as John Henry 
Smith of New Yoik. He says two-thirds 
of the profits of the lottery are to be given 
to the city hospital. The first prize is $500.

A Proposition to Impose a Tonnage Tax 
on United States Vessels.

• VHalifax, April Ifl.—In the Newfound­
land Legislature Mr. Marine moved to im­
pose a tonnage tax upon American vessels 
obtaining bait in Newfoundland waters 
until Newfoundland fish is admitted duty 
free into the United States, and to impose 
an export tax on frozen herring Shipped in 
American bottpms, the revenue received 
from these sources to -be applied to enforc­
ing the bait law and encouraging the her­
ring industry.

Sir William Whiteway said the question 
was now subject to negotiation between 
Canada, England, the United States and 
Newfoundland. He declared that Ameri­
cans spent hundreds of thousands of dollars 
in Newfoundland in the winter time, and it 
was futile for Newfoundland to attempt to 
retaliate against the United States.

The resolution was defeated, 21 to 7.

Proof That tbe Notorious Murderer Lived 
in the Northwest.

Winnipeg, April 15.—The report that 
Deèming, who is now on trial in Australia 
for murdering his wife, had at one time 
been a residen« in the Northwest, going by 
the name of Williams, and tikd departed 
suddenly, taking with him a considerable 
amount of property belonging to other peo­
ple, is confirmed by Mr. Hewgill, public 
school inspector of Moosomin,who writes:

I noticed an item to the effect that Mr. 
Deeming (the murderer), under the name of 
Williams, had resided in the Territories. 
In the spring of 1884 a man named 
Williams arrived here and after hanging 
around for a time, rented a small office 
from me and started business as a watch- 
maker. After a few months he suddenly 
decamped, taking with him all the watches 
he had in for repairs, including a valuable 
cold watch belonging to a gentleman near 
Wapella. He was of a taciturn, morose 
and unsociable disposition.
