Myr. Wallace’s Suceessor.

Of course no one is in a position to
say who will succeed the late Control-
ler. An M.P. told The World last
night that he wouldn’t be surprised if
Col. Tisdale, the member for South
Norfolk, would be offered the vacant
Controllership by the Premier. : Col.
Tisdale, he said, was thoroughly in
accord with the Government’s policy
with reference to remedial legislation,
and he represents a riding where he
would have little difficulty in being re-
elected should he consent to take of-
fice.

Mr. Cockburn Speaks.

Mr. G. R. R. Cockburn, M.P.,, said
Mr. Wallace must have received cer-
tain® knowledge that the Government
intended going on with the remedial
bill and that there was no hope of
Manitoba doing anything in the way of
compromise, to lead him to take the
stand he did yesterday and in view
of the elections now under DProgress.

The Orange Sentinel’s Opinion.
In connection with the resignation of
NMr. Wallace, The Orange Sentinel
of to-day will have the following to

say:

“The position of M. W. Bro. ‘Wallace,
the honored Grand Master of our noble
Order, has lately been a madtter of con-
siderable comment among the brethren.
Many have thought the distinguished
brother should have resigned his posi-
tion in the Dominion Government as
soon as the remedial order was issued;

AT THE CAPITAL,

'l'hel Excitement Spreads to Ottawa—Hr.
Yallace’s Unconstitutional Posit'on—
The Remedial Bi1! Will Come Oon

Ottawa, Dec. 11.—The capital shares
with the rest of the Dominion in the
excitement over Mr. Wallace’s resigna-
tion. 'Tis the one theme of conversa-
tion in public resorts here to-night.
The wonder, however, is that the re-
sigration was not handed in months
ago. The Premier went to Belleville
this afternoon on priyate business, hut
before his departure he was question-
ed again respecting the prevailing ru-
mors . about Mr. Wallace, and while
stating that he had not received a
formal document from him the infer-
ence was easily drawn that the Pre-
mier was expecting it. Indeed, it 1is
said that during the day Sir Macken-
zie Bowell had received a telegram
from Mr. Wallace, stating that his re-
signation was on the way to Ottawa.

That the Controller should have
stepped out just now {s regarded by
some as unfortunate in view of the
polling in North Ontario to-morrow,
but the majority of those with whom
your correspondent has conversed In-
cline to the belief that it will not ma-
terially affect the result of the election.

Attention is drawn by Mr. Wallace's
action to the anamalous position he
has been occupying as Controller for
months past. Students of the constitu-
tion agree that his position since July
has been an untenable one. In Febru-
ary last Mr. Wallace consulted Dr.
Bourinot as to the degree of responsi-
bility attaching to him for Ministerial
action. The learned Clerk of Parlia-
ment prepared an elaborate opinion
setting forth exactly the position in
which controllers were
Summed up in a few words,
rinot’s opinion was as follows : The
controllers are not members of the
Cabinet, which alone is responsible for
the policy of the Government. On every
public question, once the policy of the
CGovernment has been declared, it is
the duty of the controllers, who are
members of the Government, but not
of the Cabinet, to support, like all pub-
lic officers, that policy, and neither di-
rectly nor indirectly to place any ob-
stacles in the wa¥y of that policy be-
ing carried out. If the controllers have
any objections to the Government’s
policy it is their duty immediately to
place their resignations in the hands
of the heads of their departments—-the
Tinister of Trade and Commerce.
