Women, Read the Papers.

ADVICE FROM A WOMAN LEADER THAT 
NEWSPAPERS WILL APPROVE.

Frances Willard urges women to read 
the newspapers. She says ; ‘ Women are 
a set of passivities on this subject, as a 
class ; and I am never more annoyed for 
my sex than when the newsboy goes trot­
ting through at full speed, never dreaming 
that they want a paper. I clutch his sleeve 
with a vim, and buy one of every variety 
he has, and ask him what he is thinking 
about, to lose patronage in that way. 
Gossip is nothing but small news—the 
nickels, pennies and dimes, while the news­
papers deal in dollars and V’s and X’e ; so 
it widens the mind more to read the news­
paper than to gossip about the neighbors.’ 
Not all women have access to newspapers 
as those engaged in the public walks of 
life, but no woman in this land where 
newspapers are scattered broadcast, almost 
like leaves of the forest, need be ignorant 
of the passing events of the day. By read­
ing, not only will the common drudgery of 
life be forgotten for the time, but both 
physical and mental rest will be secured. 
Men who sit in the dark, work in shops, 
or on the farm during the day, rest in the 
evening time, slippered feet and easy chair 
with the newspaper. Why do women not 
do the same, and not only so, but when 
tired during the day, snatch a moment now 
and then to read a bit of news ? Thus will 
she keep pace with the husband in topics 
of the day, whether political or otherwise. 
Especially do mothers need to read the news­
papers. Read, read, read newspapers, and 
cheat the doctors out of their bills by keep­
ing a healthy, mental vigor.

.Steaming Plush and Velvet.—1 The 
old-fashioned way,’ said Mrs. Brown, 1 is 
to set a hot flat-iron up on end, put a wet 
cloth smoothly around it, and draw the 
back of the velvet tightly across it, moving 
it as fast as the steam has struck through 
aud raised the nap.’ I never liked this 
way ; the shape of the iron was often left 
on the velvet, as well as finger-marks where 
the damp velvet had been held. The way 
I have invented grew out of necessity. I 
had a plush cloak that needed renovating ; 
1 could not afford to send it to a profes­
sional, and the small flat-iron was simply 
out of the question. After experimenting 
in various ways, I hit upon a complete suc­
cess, and am glad to recommend it to otliens. 
Take a bare ironing-board, or even the 
leaf from an extension table, if you do not 
mind scorching the under side. Put side 
by side on this board two of the kitchen 
stove-lids ; they must be hot as an iron for 
ironing, or even hotter. Upon these lids 
lay several thicknesses of cotton cloth, 
which you have previously wrung out in 
cold water. Have the cloth quite wet, but 
not enough to drip Lay the plush lightly 
over t it (nap side up, of course), and, if 
necessary, brush gently with a bristle hat 
brush. Move your material quickly along ; 
the nap, if there is any left, will stand up 
like magic. The plush, if damp when 
finished, can be thrown over the back of a 
chair near the stove until dry. Renew 
your lids and wet the cloth as often as 
needed to insure a good volume of steam. 
Breadths of velvet dresses can be beautifully 
restored in this way ; and, as the goods 
only lie lightly on the lids, no impression 
of their shape is left, and the work is fully 
equal to that of a professional.

House Cleaning.—Now that you are 
overhauling drawers and trunks and bags, 
why not do it thoroughly, and record your 
decisions for future use. Do not lay back 
again the old tablecloths, just as they are, 
to be pulled out again in the Spring while 
you arrive again at the conclusion that 
they are past use as such, but put a label 
1 For tea towels ’ to the upper one and tie 
them up. Set aside a certain box or draw­
er for sewing that is to be done in any odd 
moments, or in long Winter evenings, and 
put them in it, along with the pieces that 
are only fit to make ironing-holders, the 
remnant of muslin that you know now is 
just long enough to make pillow-cases for 
a certain bed, but which you will have for­
gotten soon if you do not write it on them ; 
the skirt that your older girl has outgrown, 
but which would be just right for her sister 
with the tuck which you pin in while you 
pin in while you know about it. The sew­
ing vt ill be more likely to be done, since it 
is all ready for doing, and your memory 
will be saved for more important uses.

Mode of Stretching Finished Em­
broidery.—When the work is finished it 
will l>e found that it has become much 
drawn and puckered. To remedy this a 
clean cloth must he wetted in clear, cold 
water, wring it out tightly, and place it on 
a deal board or table. Then put the work 
upm its face upwards. With drawing or 
other pins pin out the work and strain it 
as much as possible ; leave it for twelve 
hours in dry weather, and longer in 
damp weather ; if it has been properly 
stretched it will be perfectly smooth when 
taken off the board. If it has uot been 
tightly strained, repeat the process, again 
wetting the cloth.

Boiled Cider Apple Sauce. - One-half 
bushel sweet apples, four pounds of sugar, 
a few quinces ; put in sweet cider enough 
to cover the apples, boil and skim for four 
or five hours. This is superior to the old 
fashioned boiled cider apple sauce, which 
was made of cider that had been boiled 
down separately, instead of doing all the 
cooking in the same operation.

FEAT OF SURGERY.
A New and Distinct Form uf DIMnso 

which Is nOlctlng tloiiadlnn Women.
Part of the Brain of a Boy Removed.

Superb Physical IW-auty.SIX YEARS OLD, BUT UAÜ SUFFERED 5,000 
EPILEPTIC FITS.

Philadelphia, Dec. 9.—Modern surgi­
rai science has achieved a triumph in this 
eity ; a triumph signal enough to warrant 
the telling thereof to. laymen as well as to 
the students of the art.

A 6-year-old boy, who in his brief span 
•f life has suffered 5,000 epileptic fits, was 
put under the knife of the surgeon after 
the mental cause for his malady had been 
determined, ha<| a big hole bored into his 
head, a portion of his brain removed, the 
wound healed, the bone replaced, the scalp 
sewed up, his consciousness restored, and 
now he is in a fair way to complete recov­
ery, with about an ounce less brain matter 
Aan in the head of the average youngster 
ot his ago.

The operation, while uot a new one, is 
ot sufficient rarity to make it of more than 
ordinary interest.

The removing of a portion of the skull 
for the purpose of exposing an abscess and 
removing that extraneous growth has been 
accomplished by eminent specialists in cer­
ebral functions in Europe and America for 
peli&ps a half-dozen years ; but in the case 
of the boy operated on in this city the sur­
geon not only reached the scat of the mal­
ady with instantaneous exactitude, but 
corroborated by actual demonstration the 
half-doubted theories concerning certain 
functions of certain portions of the brain.

When they gave thé1 ether to the Pane 
boy aud put him on the operating table 
the poor little fellow, nor did his father 
know, that he carried in his upset little 
brain such a thing as the “ Rinaldo fis­
sure,” but be did, and it was this “ Rinal­
do fissure ” iu the motor area of the left 
side of the skull that the doctor wanted to 
reach.

The youngster kicked and gargled a lit­
tle when the smothering anesthetic was 
put under his nose, but he was soon quiet 
as death.

His hair had been shaved off and the 
clear white scalp was exposed. The flip of 
a knife turned it back.

Prof Keen placed the trephine against 
the head ami turned it. The sharp teeth 
of the instrument cut into the lione, and 
down to the brain membrane. A circular 
hole about one and one-half inches in diam­
eter was made, then the trephine was re­
moved, and with a pair of forceps the 
doctor * bit ’ out pieces of bone Until he had 
enlarged the opening and made it in the 
form of an ellipse. His calculations had 
been correct. The hble had been made 
directly over the post-rinaldic convolutions 
of the brain.

Then came the wonderful tests, the ab­
solute proof that science has mastered the 
knowledge of the several directive forces 
of the thinking power of man.

The professor held up his bloody fore­
finger, and placing the removed portions of 
the skull in an antiseptic fluid, he applied 
the poles of a battery to the throbbing 
mass in the skuIL

“ If the diagnosis of location is correct,” 
■aid he, “ this current will cause a move­
ment in the right baud and arm of the

Even as the surgeon spoke the childish 
arm was lifted and held up in front of the 
face, as though to ward off a blow. The 
tiny wrist was fixed and the fingers were 
drawn down towards the palm. No better 
or complete proof could have been offered 
that the opening in the skull had l«een 
made precisely at the point intended.

The boring into the patient’s head and 
the throwing back of the membrane cover­
ing the brain had produced a slight hem-

When this was checked aud the class hail 
■een the effect of the electric current in 
causing activity in one set of motor nerves 
alone, the operator produced a long han­
dled surgical spoon, which he introduced 
into the cavity. With a rapid but accur­
ate movement he cut out an ounce of brain 
matter from between that portion of the 
convolution controlling the wrist and 
fingers.

The galvanic current was again applied 
and convulsion followed.

Then the brain flap was turned. The 
circular piece of bone was taken out of its 
antiseptic bath and fitted into the hole in 
the skull. Around it were placed the little 
chips, each iu its proper place as they had 
been nipped out by the forceps. A dress­
ing with sterilized liquid was applied. The 
scalp was fastened down again and half an 
hoar later the youngster was awake.

All Saturday night he remained perfectly 
quiet, partly conscious at times, and again 
dropping off into a doze.

Yesterday he showed a change. His 
eyes were brighter ami they had lost much 
of their expressionless glare. The little 
fellow seemed to be puzzled and his head 
had an inquiring turn to it every time he 
moved. He made no attempt to speak, 
nor did he exhibit any symptoms of an 
Incipient convulsion.

Whether he will recover the speech and 
the faculty for vocally connecting his ideas 
which he has lost in the last five years, is 
a problem which even the most expert neu­
rologist will not now attempt to solve.

1st. When we have better-bred ani­
mals. Cattlo and sheep not kept princi­
pally for milk and wool, but for beef and 
mutton.

2nd. When wo atop starving our calves 
and lambs, and feed liberally from the 
start to the end.

3rd. When we feed Iwtter grass. Our 
pastures are often disgraceful. If land ia 
too rough to plow and too poor to grow 
white beans or buckwheat, we keep it in 
pasture ; or if it is naturally rich, alluvial 
land, we lot the water drown out the val­
uable grasses, and weeds, rushes, and 
coarse grass take their place.

It leaves 
nothing of it save its calcereous parts. 
The hermit crab not only devours a shell­
fish, but takes possession of its house. 
Everywhere in the sea there is pursuit 
and capture and consumption. The lower 
forms feed the higher, which themselves 
become the food of man. The birds of the 
air claim their share, and pounce down 
upon their unsuspecting prey. If a fish 
has sensations, what must lie its thoughts 
when it finds itself snatched from the sea 
and carried high into another and a deadly 
clement in the talons of an osprey or a sea 
gull. Fish know when they are hunted. 
Years ago, when the porgies in our waters 
were scooped up in the seiucs by millions, 
and the shore fishermen objected on the 
ground of the destruction of bait, the reply 
was that the fish were innumerable and in­
exhaustible. But they were sensible of 
their diminution, and took themselves 
away. They ceased to visit our waters, 
and the porgy factories were closed. Then 
the mackerel were captured in the same 
wholesale way, and they, too, have de­
parted. It is beginning to be doubtful if 
seining is the best mode of dealing with 
them. Meantime the porgies have ven­
tured hack, and now they are canned in­
stead of mackerel, and bring the same 
price. Man is the most rapacious of ani­
mals, and sometimes overshoots the mark 
by destroying the food fishes which if pro­
perly preserved would afford an endless 
supply.

How to Get Warm.—It may uot be

well up. Inflate the lungs slowly, the air 
entering entirely through the nose. When 
the lungs are completely filled, hold the 
breath ten seconds or longer, and then expel 
it quickly through the mouth. After repeat­
ing the exercise while one is chilly, a feel­
ing of warmth will lie felt over the entire 
body, even in the feet and hands. It is 
worth while practising this exercise many 
times each day, and especially when in the 
open air. If the habit ever becomes uni­
versal, then consumption and many other 
diseases will rarely be heard of. Not 
only while practising the breathing exer­
cise must the clothing be loose over the 
chest, but beginners will do well to re­
member, in having their clothing fitted, 
to allow for the chest’s permanent expan­
sion of one two and even three inches 
which will follow.

—Chemistry as applied to agriculture is 
showing many curious facts which have a 
1 tearing on the farmer’s work. For in­
stance, experiments have shown that more 
than half the solid portions of food of cat­
tle is taken iuto the general circulation and 
is converted into flesh or milk, but there is 
a great variation in the capacity of ani­
mals to digest food, and a variation also iu 
the tendency to appropriate it to flesh or 
deliver it in milk. One cow may digest 
much less of her food than another, or if 
digesting it, may convert it into flesh in­
stead of milk. Careful experiment with 
any herd will show the capacity of indi­
viduals, and will enable the owner to select 
those which make out of the food the kind 
of material he is after. He will soon learn 
the capacity of each to digest food, and 
can cull out and dispose of those which 
make the poorest return for food and care.
