among The Road Law: What About It?

Mr. Editor,—I had the privilege a few 
weeks ago, through your columns, of again 
recording my protest against the proposed 
new road law. Since penning these lines to 
you I have been trying to gather more light 
upon the subject with the result that I am 
not a jot swerved from the position I have 
held towards it.

A few days ago a very intelligent Carleton 
county, N. B. farmer gave me some very in­
teresting. practical information relative to 
the posit ion .of the farmers of his county as 
compared with the neighbor farmer across 
the line in the state of Maine. On the sub­
ject of markets he thought the Maine farmer 
had the advantage, but nevertheless he would 
rather have his farm on the Canadian side 
from purely economic causes. I asked 
‘‘why?” His reply was “ the taxes make all 
the difference.” I asked, “ what taxes?” 
He replied: “ Principally the road tax. We 
in Carleton work out our tax and it is small 
compared with what the Houltoo farmer has 
to pay.”

He assured me that while his own tax was 
only about $13 it would be at least $50 if his 
farm was in the state of Maine. There they 
have a system similar to the one prepared 
for us—a compulsory cash tax system, con­
trolled by officials of a state’s legislature; 
men who will come in and make your road 
and your tax what they think proper. It is 
a most serious action in the direction of des­
troying local government, and in its place 
the establishment of a rash, pernicious, po­
litical machine. The election of councillors 
all over the province should be an emphatic 
protest against it.

questing them to exhort the Armenians to 
await the execution of the reforms the porte 
has promised.
