The book before us is, therefore,
arealtrumpet blast. Theleaders in
all the denominations of the church
might profitably study every chapter.
There 1s not a dull paragraph in the
vhole book, and we have not read a
sngle sentence which we do not
heartily endorse, Doubtless, some
will question a few of the posttions
t2ken by the author, and may pos-
sibly regard his views as erroneous,
or,at least, extremely sombre, but,
mour judgment, there is the right
nng in every page

Our views of Christianity havebeen
strengthened, and our conviction in
theadaptation of the Gospel to cure
the lls of humanity, have Leen great-
ly confirmed, while our hopes of the
ulimate success of God’s redeeming
plan have been strengthened by the
wrusal of this goodly volume, No
book that has come in our way for a
long ime bave we perused with so
much interest. It is re2dy a book
farthe times, and will amply repay
a creful study. It is thoroughly
onthndox, and deals with living ques-
vons. Those who have passed
through thewr collegiate course and
are about to commence their life-
