population, prepared to defoud to the last the
land they live in and the laws they reveronce.

‘I'be alacrity displayed by the Colouists in the
months of March acd Juno last abundantly testi-
ties to their desire to defend these Provinces ; bui
it is evident to all who givethe subject athought,
that vast as bas Leeon the progress wade towards
providing for them a thorough and practical Mui-
tary Organization, uch bns yet o be done to
complete the work.
