In repty te oui' respected correspondent, vve
conceive that vetches, or tareiz, wvntutd ie the besi.
plant that could ho cultivated for the purpose rc*
quîned, unden the circumstauuces. Tiîey slîould,
however, be sowil immnetiatety, anud on soit of
suflicieni. fertility te bring tlucmn forward rapitly,
se, thatttîecy would be fit to cut tue latter end of
July, or beginnung of Atutst, Mihen pastures gn
te fait bore. Vetcties %vil] growv on alunost anv
quatity of soit, and we have scen hcavv cropis
produceti on soils toe poor te yieltl any nîlier
crap. As in titis particular case, that Illo vetchîes
woulil ho required for s"Diting mnilcia cois,wte
pasture beiste fait, it %voutd be prudent te soiv
the vetchies on good soul, wveil ploughied, and the
seed harroivet in. One bushel and a quarter, or
one bushel and a hiait, perhaps, to the acre, of
seed is required. A sinatl quantity of oats or rye
sown %vith tîte vet.ctes is a gond ptan, as il hellps
to support thuem. An acre cf vetc.lies is said to
produce in Englanît tivetve tons cf grocen f.'otl.
