" The presidens, in his remarks with reference
tn the repors on the pregress of the society since
their last meeting, said that they had then
eighty-five branches with a membership of
3,120 in_ OCapada, and that ocombined
with the United States they had a mem-
bership of 19,000, but in the last two
years the bhad iocreased the number of
branchbes to one hundred and forty and the
membership to 5,700, snd united with the
Ungited Scates sheir membership numbered
thirty thoussand. The president further atated
that their reserved fund was 811,000, and the
smount of insurance incurred up to July 1,
1890 was $9,896,000. The council, since 1te for-
mation in Fsbruary, 1880, had paid ont $303,000
to heirs of deceased Canadian tamilies, During
the meeting several other gentlemen epoke,
laws were read and amendments discaased, after
which the meeting closed.

Delivery, he pointed
ouv, was unot the only requisite for an orator,
for whilst it might not be s requisite, a reputa-
tion for integrity would be of great service,
An orator should be a mat of itreproachable
honor and he should never prostituse bis
heaven-born gify by uttering a sentence which
did nob come from his heart. The ablest
speeches of orators, he maintained, wers those
which had not been prepared beforeband, and
he countended that a written speech muost always
]ack thay inepiration, which only the presence of
an andience could give. He touched upon the
humorous slde of oratary and g-~ve some amus-
ing exsmplen, and thep wens on %o imiwte the
a.yle of some of Eupgland’zs moss famous
Parliamentary epeakers, Liord Beaconefield
Lurd Derby, Lord Cawrn &o. He considered
vhat tue fiuess field for oratory od She present
day waa the pulpt?, where vveryshiog combined
to aid tho orator t3 wing his gewius for ite
fisrcast fights.

In the west and southwest of Vicklow
the crop will be much below the aversge. On
sll poor and badly farmed Isud the tops are
biack and much spotted and the growth appears
checked. Of Mayo the Commissioners report
very much below the average. Diseass is gen
eral throughont. The distress sppears worse
along the sea conss, where potatoes planted {n
she bog were much damaged by early frosts.
The effecs of the blight has been to almost des-
troy the crop. In some cases the stelks black-
ened and withered up. The tubers are mot s
yes affected except lf rare instances, but are
geuverally very amall and immature, owing to
the blight setting in unususlly early. The tub-
ers in many Instancss will be absolutely unfit
for bumsn fonrd. In the poorer, badly cultivat-
od dictricts the crop will be an entire failure,

How few of us, brethren, are really naturally
of a self-eacrificing disposition! How few
actually ecjny, for example, the otfices of the
sick room, or o much an a libtle visit of con-
goience to an sill'cved friend ?

That i= why our Bleased Lord, in this day’s
G mpel, has given us the beautitul parable of
vwre Rood Famsritan.  Although s heretic and
schirmatic against the law of Moses, he is
oboseu »3 a model becanse he bad a tender,
compassicnate heart, and was willing to pud
bimself to truuble and expense for his neigh-
bot’s welfare.

T'he corporal works of mercy are the easiest
of the weys t0 the love of God. People sre
fond of adwiring the members of religious
orders, who, for the love o} God, serve the sick
and the uaged, the insane and the orphans ;
ofsen forgettiog that if this is good as a lifework
for them, it is uod bad as an occarjunal practice
cf virvae for us living in the world, All around
ne there are shoulders bendiog under weary
burdena and hearts bresking with insupportable
tarss ; yes, even in one’s own honeehold, How
often du men deny their wives the pleasure of
their cpmpany ; when Sunday comes, going off
with any chaoce companions and leaving thu
poor mother to mind the children, %o miss
Maass, apd sit lonely ab home the liveloog day.
How very ofies do young men thiok nf caking
anybody’s sisters to some place of amusemens
ravher vhau their own sister. I think if a epiri-
tual therinomever were dipped into such men's
hearts they wornld be found pretty pesr the
freezing poino.

Bup, brethreo, the sick-room—ah ! that is the
place of the road between Jerusalem auvd
Jericho whers men and women are oftenest
found lyingin the direst distress, Have you
ever been very sick? If so, you know the
value of a little gocd pursing. A man who
was jusb racoveriug from a very dangerous sick
ness told me once that when his head was
burning with the fever he would willingiy have
given a hundred thousand dollars for the cuol-
108, reatful relief he enjoyed every time tha
purse re-arranged the piliows for him,

And if you cannot be a regular nurse for the
sick, there & bo resson why you should not
pay an occasionsl visit to the sick-room. Yonu
can spend a pleasant quarter of an hour in
cheerful conversation, You can relieve some
poor, weary watcher, so that she or he may get
a little rest.

can say & word of comfort, of hops, of resigoa-
tion vo the divine will—words cheap to give
bub prectous to receive,

And when at last death is come, your
presence may,be of the deepest comfort. Then
is ohe time to come forward promplly and help
to lay out the Cbristian corpae ; o sit up for a
pight beside that strange, silent guest in the
coffin ; and, when you find two or chres gather-
ing about it, to have the courage to Jead in
reciting the Rosary for the soul’s happy reaposs.

I know, brethren, shab there are many kiad
hearta who zealously prectice these lovely vir-
tusa. But there are others, especially among
the men, who nearly quite torget them, And
others still who do them grudgiogly, aud only
after many entreatics. To obtain a kind act
from an unwilling heart, and after encounteriog
many excuees, {8 like blowing a dying fire;
before you see the bright coals your face is
pretty well covered with ashes aud cinders.

Brethbrea, leb us not be put to shame by the
Samaritan. When confronted with persons
soffering from poverty, sickoess, death, ot any
misfortune, do_like the Samaritsn ; forget all
aboub their nationality, or acquaintancerhip, or
religion. Say something or do something in
charity and for the love of God ; your neigh-
bor's deepest gratitude and God’s aure reward
will amply repsy you,
