The “‘Sat-
urday Review,’” in discussing  the
work, referred to, says:—''Strange it
seems that happiness should reign
among g people whose Government is
incompetent and corrupt.’” Mr. Bod-
ley's account of the matter is that
the people take no interest in  public
affairs, that they will reply ‘Je ne
m’occupe pas de la politique’ when
plied with guestions that concern the
State. Klections see them languid.
Voting bores them. Their deputy is
‘sans doute une canaille comme les
autres.’ But they send him to the Fal-
ais Bourbon all the same, where he
shnkeé his fist and slams the 1id of his
desk during debates, and fully justi-
fies Mr. Bodley’s opinion of him and
his colleagues as the ‘most turbulent
and incoherent of any the Third He-
public has produced.’ Ministries fall,
Presidents pass, but the regime that
disagrees and demoralizes stubbornly
remains. Scandals shock and surprise;
The Wilson and Panama affairs, and
to-day the Dreyfus case, which no
strong or healthy Government would
have allowed to poison the life of the
nation for years.

And so it happens ihat the people

regard their Parliament with indiffer-
ence and contempt, and, turning from
it in disgust and dispair, interest
themselves in happier and healthier
spheres. There can be no doubt that
the vast material prosperity of the
-country has had a great deal to o
withethe production of the apathy
from which even the scandals named
have failed Lo rouse the masses of the
people. It many, perhaps, be hoped
that the appeal now addressed by the
Pope to the Catholics of Irance,
through the Archbishop of Paris, will
have the effect of hastening the close
of o chapter of French history, which
reflects little credit on the nationnl
character.
