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television, videocassette, vfdeodisc or any other form of

distribution.

Co-productions undertaken under the present Agreement must be
approved by the following competent authoritles:

In Canada: the MinIster for Communications

In Ireland: the Department of the Taoiseach

(Prime Minister)

These co-productions are considered ta be national

productions by and ln each of the two countries. Both
parties shahl use their best efforts ta ensure that the
ca-producers shall enjoy, Insofar as it is possible, whatever
benefits resuit from the legIsiatfon and regulatians

concernîng the film and videa Industries which are In force
or from those which may be decreed In each country. These
benefits shaîl, however, only accrue ta the producer of the

country that grants them.

ARTICLE Il

In order ta qualify for the benefits of thfs Agreement,
ca-productions must be undertaken by producers who have good
