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Article 18

1. States Parties shail use their best efforts to ensure recognition c

the principle that both parents have common responsibilities for the

upbringing and development of the child. Parents or, as the case may bE

legal quardians, have the primary responsibility for the upbringing and

development of the child. The best interests of the child will be theil

basic concern.

2. For the purpose of guaranteeing and promoting the rights set forth

in the present Convention, States Parties shallrender appropriate

assistance to parents and legal guardians in the performance of their

child-rearing responsibilities and shall ensure the development of

institutions, facilities and services for the care of children.

3. States Parties shall take ail appropriate measures to ensure that

children of warking parents have the right to benefit f rom child-care

services and facilities for which they are eligible.

Article 19

1. States Parties shall take ail appropriate legislative,

administrative, social and educational measures ta protect the child f r

ail forme of physical or mental violence, injury or abuse, neglect or

negligent treatment, maltreatitent or exploitation, including sexual

abuse, while in the care of parent(s), legal guardian(s) or any other

person who han the care of the child.

2. Such protective measures shouid, as appropriate, include effective

procedures for the establishment of social programmes ta pravide

necessary support for the child and for those who have the care of the

child, as veîl as for other forms of prevention and for identification,'

reporting, referral, investigation, treatment and follow-up of instance

of child maltreatment described heretofore, and, as appropriate, for

judicial involveinent.

Article 20

1. A child temporarily or p.rmanently dmprived of his or her familY
environnment, or in whose own bout intereats cannot be alawed ta reinaie

in that environment, shall be .ntitled ta special protection and
assistance pravided by the State.

2. States Parties shaîl in accordance with their national laws ensutO
alternative cars for auch a child.

3. Such care could include, inter alia, fauter placement, kafalah of

islamic law, adoption or if necessary placement in suitable instîtuti"r
