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ARTICLE 12

Any Contracting State having reason to believe that one of the offencei
mentioned in Article 1 will be committed shall, in accordance with its nationa
law, furnish any relevant information in its possession to those States which i,
believes would be the States mentioned in Article 5, paragraph 1.

ARTICLE 13

Each Contracting State shall in accordance with its national law report t(
the Council of the International Civil Aviation Organization as promptly aw
possible any relevant information in its possession concerning:

(a) the circumstances of the offence;
(b) the action taken pursuant to Article 10, paragraph 2;
(c) the measures taken in relation to the offender or the aileged offendei

and, in particular, the results of any extradition proceedings or othei
legal proceedings.

ARTICLE 14

1. Any dispute between two or more Contracting States concerning th(
interpretation or application of this Convention which cannot be settlec
through negotiation, shall, at the request of one of them, be submitted tc
arbitration. If within six months froni the date of the request for arbitratior
the Parties are unable to agree on the organization of the arbitration, any oni
of those Parties may refer the dispute to the International Court of Justice b3
request in conformity with the Statute of the Court.

2. Each State may at the time of signature or ratification of this Conventior
or accession thereto, declare that it does not consider itself bound by thi
preceding paragraph. The other Contracting States shail flot be bound by thE
preceding paragraph with respect to any Contracting State having made sucl,
a reservation.

3. Any Contracting State having made a reservation in accordance with th£
preceding paragraph may at any tume wlthdraw this reservation by notifica.
tion to the Depositary Governments.

ARTICLE 15

1. This Convention shall b. open for signature at Montreal on 23 Septembel
1971, by States participating in the International Conference on Air Law held
at Montreai from 8 to 23 September 1971 (hereinafter referred to as the
Montreal Conference). After 10 October 1971, the Convention shail b. open tC
ail States for signature in Moscow, London and Washington. Any State whicb
does not sign this Convention before its entry into force in accordance wltll
paragraph 3 of this Article may accede to it at any time.

2. This Convention shall be subject to ratification by the aignatory States.
Instruments of ratification and instruments of accession shall be deposited
with the Goverrnments of the Union of Soviet Socialist Ilepublics, the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, and thie United States ol
America, which are hereby designated the Depositary Goverunents.

3, This Convention shahl enter into force thirty days foilowing the date of the
deposit of instruments of ratification by ten States uignatory to this Conven-
tion which participated i the Montreal Conference.
