Action in the aftermath

Canada's armed forces played a prominent part in the NATO military 
action against the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, leading to the 
Kosovo peace agreement. With hostilities over, they are now heavily 
involved in the postwar phase. On the ground in Kosovo are a total of 
1300 personnel, including 150 military engineers. These Canadians are 
helping to implement the peace settlement and to provide a secure 
environment for returning refugees, displaced civilians and 
relief organizations.
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
