Wh=eods Requesteti State refuse to extradite a
naûona Of dma Sut it shau, if ths other State ao requesta, sulimit dis
cam to die cmpetent authorities in order dhat proceedings for dis
proscutIOn Of dis perron i respect of ail or any of dis offence for
which extradition bas beem requested iay lie take;

b) if dis offnce for which extradition la requested la subject to dis
juridictio Of dis Ruested State and tha State will prosecu t at
offence;

c) f dis offence for whkàchei extradition is requested la punishable by
deadi under dis Iaw of dis Requesting Stats;

d) if dis person souglit bias been convicted ia absentia; or

e) if final judgment lias been rendered in a ThIrd State in respect of dis
offence for which extraddition la requested, provided diat:

(i) dis judgnient imposed i dis State of dis conumission of the
offenCe reulted i dis person's acquittal; or

CHl) dis titrm of inipisonment or odiier deprivation of lberty to,
which dis person was sentenced bas beem completely enforoed or
bas been dis subject of a pardon or an anlnesty.

Requests for extradition and any subsequent correspondence sbaUl bc
comnunicated betwgen the Miltries of Justice of the Contraoting Parties; however,the uis of the diploinatic channel is not excluded.
