
j) financial management of the project;

(k) projevt monitoring, evaluation and reporting

(1) procurement procedures; and

(m) any other provisions deemed necessary.

ARTICLE 6

Consultations

1. The Competent Authorities shall consuit annually on government-to-
goverament projects, unless agreed otberwise, in order to:

(a) review progress;

(b) discuss possible revisions of plans and budgets;

(c) discuss proposaIs for extension of ongoing or new projeots to
be mncluded under this Agreement

(d) discuss issues of special concem for the iniplementation of the
projects and this Agreement; and

(e) niake recommendationis sud decisions for the future
implementation of the projects and this Agreement

2. Central elements of the discussions and ail decisions taken at the annual
consultations shail be recorded in agreed minutes. The consultations shall be
convened and cbaired alternately by each Party's Competent Authority.

3. Whenever the Parties agree to extend existing or include new projects
under this Agreement this shail be recorded in the agreed minutes of the anmual
