| Hr. Stafk was born in Toronto, Ontario, on May 29, 1908. He
graduated from the University of Toronto with a Bachelor of Commerce
degfee in 1929. Before entering govermment serviée he worked with
several'financial houses, 1nc1uding brokerage firms in Toronto and
London, England. He assisted Professor Gilbert Jackson, economic com-
sultant in Toronto, in industrial and economic survey work. |

In August, 1931, Mr. Stark entered the DepartmentAof Trade
and Cominerce in Ottawa as Junior Trade Commissioner. He served in
prussels, London and Rotterdam, and wiﬁq.thé opening of the Canadian
Legation in The'Hague in 1938 was appointed Assistant-Commercial Attache
there. When Gérman troops entered the Netherlands in 1940, he escaped
with other members of the Canadian Legation on the Destroyer "H.M.S.
