On April 28, 1949, the United Natlions General
Assembly adopted a resolutlion providing for the creation of
a panel for 1lnquiry and conciliation to be avallable to
any states involved in controversies, and to the General
Assembly, the Security Councll, and other subsidiary organs
when exercising thelr respective functions in relation to
disputes. Each Member State was invited to designate from
one to flve persons deemed to be well-fitted to serve as

members of commissions of inquiry or of conciliation.
