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Mr. COTNAM: Is it the policy af the
gýoverninent ta allow tbe continued importation
of New Zealand butter?

SUPPLY

DEPARTMENT 0F AGRICULTURE

The bouse in cammittee of supphy, Mr.
Johnston in the chair.

At six o'clack tbe committee took reces.

Af ter Recess
The committee resumed at eight o'clock.

Mr. MOTHERWELL: My hon. friend
(Mr. Cotnam) wanted ta know whether we
wouId continue the pohicy under the order
in ýcouncil, s.pplying the AustTalian treaty ta
New Zealand. The Department af Agricul-
ture bas neyer undertaken to enunciate gav-
ernment pohicies; that wouid be a matter
for the govecnment.

Mr. COTNAM: Does flot the Minister of
Agriculture, as suclh, know tbe policy of the
governinent in that respect?

MT. MOTHERWELL: No; I arn nat com-
missioned ta make any reply in regard to
either the Austrahian. treaty ar its application
ta New Zeahand.

'Mr. COTNAM: Tben perhaps the minister
knows bis own mmnd in the matter. Daes
he think that the Austrahian treaty is benefi '-
cial ta the Canadian dairy farmers as well as
ta the mixed farmers ci Canada, particularly
in Ontario and Quebec?

Mr. MOTHERWELL: That is a matter
ai oninion. I expect.

Mr. COTNAM - I sbou'ld be glad to know
the opinion of the Minister af Agriculture.
That is a fair request; he knows his own
mind.

Mr. YOUNG (Weyburn): Mr. Chairman-

Mr. COTNAM : Just a moment; I want
an answer to, that question.

Mr. MOTHERWELL: 1 will make a
careful survey of the situation.

Mr. COTNAM: Daes the minister mean
that while he is making that careful survey
the Canadian dairy fariner is ta be penalized
to the extent of having his mnarket taken fromn
him through the importation of almost thîrty
million pounds of New Zea.land butter every
year?

Mr. MOTHERWELL: There is an extra-
ordinary revival of butter making in Saskat-
chewan and the west generadly. During the
past four or five months the manufacture of
butter in Saskatchewan bas more than doubled
each manth. Sa that I shall have ta reserve
my opinion on this question until 1 see how
things work out this summer.

Mr. COTNAM: Arn I ta infer froin the
minister's answer that be thinks the treaty
beneficial ta the dairy farmers, af Saskat-
chewan at any rate? I amn prepared ta say
that it bas not worked out ta the advantage
of the dairy farmers of Ontario. I can assure
the minister that the dairy farmers of Ontario
feel very keenly the loss di this market for
their dairy products. Perbaps the reasan for
a part of the immigration whicb is takîng
place to-day is to be found in this veryfact.
Many of aur farmers are becaming dis-
couýraged in their endeavour ta carry on their
dairy operations when they seem ta get so
little cooperatian from the Department of
Agriculture and this governinent.

Mr. YOUNG (Weyburn) - It appears ta
me. after listening ta the discussion ta-day,
that the opinion prevails in some quarters
that because the National Dairy Couneil
receive a grant of S5,aOO per annum £romn this
governinent, the government is in duty bound
ta accept its -fiscal policy from that council.
I canfess I cannot see the logic af that
argument. In my opinion any organization
receiving a cash grant of public money from
the governinent sbould keep strictly out af
polities. I understand that this organization
has heen actively engaged spreading political
propaganda of a kind nat acceptable ta a
good many people in this country and in this
bouse, and I suggest that befare any money
is paid Vo this council thev be required te
